RULES FOR PARTICIPATION IN THE 2007 U.S. NATIONAL CHEMISTRY OLYMPIAD*

1. All students who take the USNCO national examination MUST BE U.S. CITIZENS on the day it is taken. (They MUST BE eligible for a U.S. passport.) Green card holders are not eligible. Students in the process of obtaining U.S. citizenship are not eligible. Student must hold either a certified birth certificate issued in the United State, a certificate of naturalization, a certificate of citizenship, or a US consular report of birth abroad.

2. Regularly enrolled high school students who will graduate no earlier than the spring of 2007 is eligible.

3. A student's date of birth must be after July 31, 1987.

4. No more than two students per teacher or per high school may be nominated to take the national exam. In the case of magnet programs or split enrollment, students' school is defined as the high school where students take science class. There will be NO EXCEPTIONS.

5. Students who were previously involved in the USNCO program - including those who have attended the study camp - are eligible to compete again. However, if a student wins a silver or a gold medal at the International Chemistry Olympiad, he/she is not eligible to compete in subsequent USNCO study camps.

6. Students who have taken Advanced Placement courses in chemistry are eligible. Likewise, students who have received credit for college level courses (limited to no more than two semesters or three quarters beyond general chemistry) are eligible.

7. A student may participate only in the competition of the section in which the student's high school is located. If the section is not participating, the USNCO national office will assign the student to a section.

8. A student who participates in the Physics Olympiad study camp, the Mathematics Olympiad study camp, or the Biology study camp is not eligible to participate in the Chemistry Olympiad study camp during the same summer.

9.  The exam will be given in Room SB476 in the Science Building at IPFW, Fort Wayne from 9:00-2:00 on Friday, April 27.  A map of the IPFW campus has been attached.  Lunch will be provided.  
10.  The exam is divided into three parts consisting of:  multiple choice questions, essay, problem-solving and a laboratory practical.  Total time for the exam will be four hours and forty-five minutes.

*These rules apply to students taking the USNCO national examination. Local sections are encouraged to develop their own procedures for identifying outstanding students at the local level and choosing national examination candidates.
