The Bible & religion degree
provides a solid Biblical and
theological foundation for

a wide variety of ministries.
The major is molded around
a framework of core Biblical
and theological courses upon
which students can create
individualized areas of focus,
depending upon how God
has called the student.

Bible & religion majors

may choose between two
concentrations: Biblical
studies or theological and
religious studies. Additionally,
Bible & religion majors

are encouraged to take

on optional minors that

may help clarify vocational
choices.

Bible and religion majors may
acquire experience through
field work which enable
students to lead others in the
interpretation of the Bible
through preaching, teaching
assignments, or leading Bible
studies.

Students have the
opportunity to study in Israel
at the Jerusalem University
College during their junior
or senior year. Students may
continue graduate study in
the Huntington University
Graduate School.

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BUILDING ON A SOLID CORE

Nate Wood chose Huntington
University for the Christian
atmosphere, strong Bible

& Religion and Philosophy
departments, and excellent
financial aid package. After
graduating from Huntington
in 2006 with a double major
in philosophy and religious
studies, Nate continued his
study of theology. As a Ph.D.
student in systematic theology
at Fordham University, he is
a graduate assistant, aiding
his supervising professor
with teaching and research.
Nate will teach courses
independently later in the
program. With a goal of
becoming a college professor,
Nate is gaining experience
teaching other students.

“Dr. David Woodruff’s philosophy courses relied
heavily on student participation and discussion,”
Nate said. “They taught me the importance of
reading for understanding before class and gave me
plenty of practice at speaking up in discussions.

“One of the difficulties of graduate theological
education is participating in student-led seminars.
You not only have to read a large portion of a
difficult text before class, but you have to form an
understanding of it and have the confidence to share
it with other students.”

Nate advises students to practice sharing their
thoughts and ideas. “The more you talk, the more
you realize that your fellow students are often just
as confused and intimidated as you are, and you
start to picture them as fellow travelers on the road
to understanding. Before you know it, talking about
the deepest mysteries of being becomes as natural as
discussing last night’s game.”

“In my graduate
studies, there are few exams, but they are all essay
exams.

LIFESPRING OPENS
Free clinic staffed by grad students

The Huntington University Graduate School has opened
LifeSpring Counseling Center, a free counseling clinic on
the university’s campus.

The clinic is staffed by students in the graduate school’s
Master of Arts in counseling program and supervised by the
program’s director, Dr. Jerry E. Davis.

LifeSpring Counseling Center accepts donations, but the
counseling sessions are free. The hours are 9 a.m. to 9 p.m.
Monday through Thursday and 9 a.m. to 5 p.m. on Friday.
The counseling center is open to the public and serves
individuals, couples, families and children.

Play therapy is available

for children. The center is
also equipped to address the
needs of adults who have
drug and alcohol addictions.

In addition, LifeSpring

will offer therapy groups

as common needs are
determined. These may
address issues such as
support for the unemployed,
adult children of alcoholics
and survivors of abuse as
well as anger management.

The center’s name and
mission are based on
Proverbs 4:23: “Above

all else, guard your heart,
for it is the wellspring of
life.” Teaching people how
to guard their hearts is a
passion for Davis.

“The idea was to help people take care of their hearts,” he
said. “With the difficulties we face in today’s society and
the pressures in relationships, we wanted to provide a safe
outlet for the community. Our counselors can assist clients
with setting boundaries, learning new skills, and generally
understanding how to guard their hearts.”

Currently, there are seven students counseling clients at
LifeSpring. All sessions are videotaped for supervision
purposes.

“This is to the benefit of the client,” Davis explained. “I
can see what is going on and be directly involved in their
treatment.”

FROM THE DESK OF THE DEAN

A decade has passed since | was asked to chair the
Diversity Task Force, a committee that discussed
how we could form a more diverse campus
community. Our final report recommended several
initiatives toward becoming that diverse campus.
Today, the Diversity Task Force has become

a standing committee, indicating our ongoing
commitment to this goal; we have established

the Horizon Leadership Program that each year
recruits top urban and minority students. Arthur
Wilson staffs a position dedicated to safeguarding
a communication climate for students of every
ethnicity. Five percent of the student body and five
percent of the faculty come from racial and ethnic
minority groups.

It’s a good start. The question now is whether we

have the spiritual fortitude to continue the race
beyond standing committees and five percent
benchmarks. At Huntington University, we seek
to be a community that values unity in diversity,

a community where all individuals are viewed

as being uniquely created in the image of God
and capable of making valuable contributions to
the campus and broader Huntington community.
As President Dowden said so eloquently in his
State of the University address, God’s desire for
diversity is summarized in Galatians 3:27-28
where the Apostle Paul states, “For all of you who
were baptized into Christ have clothed yourselves
with Christ. There is neither Jew or Greek, slave
nor free, male or female, for you are all one in
Christ Jesus.” God’s intent for us is very direct and
inclusive. So, why is it such a challenge for us to
become the diverse community we seek to be?

Martin Luther King’s “Letter from the
Birmingham Jail” was written in response to the
request by white church leaders for more patience
and time by the African-American community
in seeking change. King’s rejection of this
gradualism resulted in the civil rights movement
and eventually the passage of the Civil Rights
Amendment. In the book “A Many Colored
Kingdom: Multicultural Dynamics for Spiritual
Formation,” the authors note with regret that

the broader Christian community doesn’t seem
bothered by the lack of diversity. Christians of

every race and language need to feel restless with
the continued segregation of our neighborhoods,
our income levels, our prison percentages, our
schools and our churches on Sunday mornings. At
Huntington University, we are committed to that
godly restlessness.

In the book, “A Many Colored Kingdom,” the Yale
University theologian Miroslav Volf identifies the
core issue when he is quoted as saying:

“Baptism into Christ creates a people as the
differentiated body of Christ. Bodily inscribed
differences are brought together, not removed.
The Pauline move is not from the particularity of
the body to the universality of the spirit, but from
separated bodies to the community of interrelated
bodies—the one body in the Spirit with many
discrete members.” Volf concludes by saying, “It
is imperative that all of us give ourselves to others
and welcome them, to readjust our identities to
make space for them” (page 10).

Diversity adds depth to the body of Christ—and
to Huntington University. We don’t want to be
diverse to be diverse, but to reflect the multi-
faceted Kingdom of God—uwhich is diverse. We
want to care about what God cares about. | look
forward to a great year pondering the question
of what it means to be a diverse, Christ-centered
institution.
