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From the President

! Spring brings to mind indelible images of Bucovina and its beautiful monasteries and the
vibrant pr ofusion of colors and new growth that signal the transition fr om winter to summer. The
enchantment of the Bucovinian landscape provides an instant "translation” of that somewhat
paradoxical, somewhat mysterious, and, yes, somewhat cliche Romanian phenomenon ofdor.
Anyone who has climbed the hills ar ound Putna at Easter; contemplated the striking azure, green,
and red exteriors of Vorone", Sucevi'a, Moldovi"a, Arbor e, and Humor in April or May; or gazed

from the ramparts of the Cetatea de Scaun at Suceava knows that Eminescu's poetic visions had
deep roots in the Romanian past and geography.

! Perennial hopes and new beginnings are just as much a part of the Romanian scene as spring
is a part of nature and dor is a part of the Romanian psyche. 2007 marked the entry of Romania into
the European Union, an event that once more brings the land and people that form the center of our
academic interests to another significant turning point in a history possibly too full of such turning
points. Obviously it is much too early to sense if the trajectory that br ought Romania firmly into the
European fold will continue to bear fr uit or whether hopes and new beginnings willNas too often in
the pastNturn to disillusionment, fr ustration, and even regression.

! The task of the Society for Romanian Studies is ppmote professional study, criticism, and
reseach on all aspects of Romanian culture and civilization. The aftermath of EU accession presents
us with a variety of challenges and opportunities. Constanta 2007 was an important "springtime”

for the SRS as a new generations of scholars joined us. Ongoing debates over the futer of area

studies, the need to think and rethink sources of funding, and adapting to new media (such as the



second generation of the internet) will occupy the for eground, but per haps we pursue discussions
that go a step beyond the immediate horizon. Suggestions ae welcome.

! | am happy to report the results of the elections for the SRS national boad: the class of 2008
includes Alexandra Bley-Vroman, Univ. of Hawaii (Literatur e); Peter Gioss, University of Tennessee
(Media); Irina Livezeanu, University of Pittsbur gh (History); and Adam Sorkin, Penn State/
Delaware (Literature). Our thanks to those who have completed their terms of office: Chip Carey,
Tanya Dunlap, Steve Roper, and Lavinia Stan. | have appreciated their contributions to our
conference planning as well as in other contributions big and small. We owe a debt of gratitude to
such colleagues as these, especially since all &€ters of the SRS ae volunteers who receive no
compensation.

! On another matter, many of us have been concerned with the moving of the European
Reading Room in the Library of Congr ess so that its curent space can be used for exhibits. Grant
Harris tells us that the reading room will not disappear or be phased out. Though its new space will
be smaller, it will be nice. They are hoping that the loss of space might be compensated for by moe
efficient design.

I. Indiana University Graduate Student Conference Shows Future
of Romanian Studies

Indiana University
! On March 4, 2008, Indiana UniversityOs newly convened Romanian Studies Qyanization
hosted The Romanian Studies Graduate Student Confeence (RSGSC), ppviding young scholars
from a variety of disciplines the opportunity to come together to shar e and discuss their work on
Romania. Participants were able to showcase their work, meet and eceive feedback fom well-
known scholars in the field, and engage in conversations about current issues in Romanian studies.
The unifying theme of the panels and the discussions that they provoked was the question of
Romanian identity and the r elationship of minorities and other traditionally mar ginalized groups,
such as orphans, the mentally ill, and the Roma to that identity. Reseach presented at the RSGSC
challenged the scholars involved to re-think the established understanding of Romanian-ness and
the role of minorities in the Romanian nation.
! Seven young scholars, including five IU students, presented papers at the confeence. The
first panel of the day was entitled "Ceau#escuOs Childzn: Then and Now." Panelists examined the
international politics of child abandonment in post-socialist Romania fr om the perspective of public
policy as well as through the lens of cultural studies. Erin BiebuyckOs "Pagnting Romania:
Romanian Orphans in the American Print Media" discussed the power r elationships reproduced in
American journalistic coverage of the Romanian orphans, while Amy LuckOs "flom Institutionalized
to Independent: Mentoring Romanian Orphans in T ransition" examined the efforts of a transnational
NGO working to impr ove the lives of Romanian orphans. The juxtaposition of BiebuyckOseading
of international power r elationships in the media with LuckOs thoughtful evaluation of mentoring
programs for teenagers and young adults raised in Romanian orphanages led to instructive
guestions about the importance of local ownership in humanitarian ef forts. Professor Maria Bucur

provided insightful commentary on these papers, encouraging the panelists and audiences to think



critically about the power dynamics of international aid pr ograms.

! After br eaking for lunch, the conference continued with a panel entitled "Romania and the
World," focusing on contemporary politics and the question of shifting identities after RomaniaOs
accession to the Eubpean Union. In "Down and Out on the Edge of Eur ope: Romanian Imaginings
and European Utopias," Jack Friedman of Semel Neuopsychiatric Institute at UCLA discussed
marginalized gr oups in the Romanian citizenry, including the mentally ill and what Friedman
termed the "new poor," in relation to the recent populist movements led by figur es such as Gigi
Becali and Vadim Tudor. Following FriedmanOs pesentation, REEIOs Brant Beyer psented his
reseach on the Szekler region of Transylvania in "The European Union and the Szeklers Quest for
Autonomy ," examining Szekler arguments for autonomy in the wake of RomaniaOs EU accession
and evaluating several possible outcomes of the current situation. Alin Fumur escu, a doctoral
candidate from IUOs Political Science department,esponded to Friedman and Beyer with
challenging questions informed by r ecent events in Romania and elsewhee in the region.

Fumur escu pressed Beyer to think about the implications of KosovoOs declaration of independence
for Szekler claims for autonomy. Fumurescu also questioned Friedman about the implications of
Becali and Tudor Os poor showing in the Euopean parliamentary elections in 2007 for his agument
about populism in Romania.

! The final panel of the conference, "Re-imagining the Nation: Ethnic Minorities in Romania,"
explored the question of Romanian national identity as a construct based on both civic and ethnic
ideas of the nation. Clark UniversityOs Stefan lonescu discussed the value and the diculties of
using memoirs as primary sour ces for historical analysis in "The Boom of Testimony after
Communism: The Voices of the Jewish Holocaust Survivors in Romania." In "Roma (and/or)
Romanian?: Romanipe, Civic Identity, and the Deportations in AntonescuOs Romania," Ben Thorne, a
doctoral candidate in History at IU, explor ed the rhetoric used by Roma to express their national
identity as Romanians in response to the threat of deportation to Transnistria during the Second
World War. On a related topic, Susan Wlliams pr esented her research on the articulations of civic
and religious identity that allowed ultra-nationalist Corneliu Z. Codr eanu to accept claims of

Romanian-ness on the part of some Roma in her paper "Rethinking Interwar Ultra-Nationalism:



Corneliu Codr eanu and Romanian Roma." Pofessor Marius Turda of Oxford Brookes University
responded to these papers, povoking a fr uitful dialogue on national identity and nationalism in the
Romanian context.

! After the conclusion of the panels, conference attendees settled in to listen to Pofessor
Marius TurdaOs keynote addess, "Ethnic Modernism and Scientific Nationalism: Reflections on
Biopolitics in Interwar Romania." T urdaOs addess focused on the interwar Romanian politicians
and nationalist leaders who argued for a homogenous nation-state. To conclude the day in an
appropriately festive mood, the confer ence-goers epaired to conference omanizer Erin BiebuyckOs
house for a reception featuring and American interpr etation of the traditional Romanian dishes
sarmale and m$m$lig$. The students of the Romanian Studies Oganization consider the conference
a great success and plan to host a second student confence in the spring of 2009.
