The Bible And Intellectuality.

The moral aspect of Jesus was so
striking, that it overshadows all else,
and we forget the great intellectual stim-
ulus He was to His disciples. How force-
ful this latter was, is apparent when we
consider how the fishermen of Galilee
were transformed, by a few short years
of companionship with him, into orators
like Peter, on the day of Pentecost, or
into disputants that boldly met the proud
philosopliers, poets and dialecticians of
that cultured era, swept them: from the
field and erected a system of thought
and conduct that is virile to this day.
What to the Jews was a stumbling block,
and to the Greeks foolishness, is to the
twentieth century the only rational con-
ception of life. :

Being the religion of a book, Christian-
ity has always been a lettered faith. To
it have been attracted the keenest minds,
of the ages. There were few intellectnal
giants in medieval times, but what there
were, this Book gathered around itself.
Great universities began to spring up
where its records were studied and its
faith defended. To men actuated by the
Bible s spirit, must be attributed the
universities of Prague, Vienna, Heidel-
berg, Leipzig, Leyden, Utrecht, Jena,
Halle, Tuebingen, Goettingen, Berlin
and Bonn; of Salamanca, Oviedo, Edin-
burgh, Glasgow,  St. Andrews and

Aberdeen; of Vale, Harvard, Dartmouth,

Evanston and Chicago; and with very
rare exceptions, of almost every uni-
versity, college and seminary in Chris-
tendom. It was no timid faith, afraid
of the discoveries of science, that estab-
lished these vast foundations for training
the human mind. It was rather a faith
conscious of its own eternal reasonable-
ness, confident that the more the human
faculties were unfettered, the more they
penetrated the secrets of earth and sky,

‘the finest parks in the state,

the more luminous would be the truth
of the sacred page of Scripture. At
this present time, the brightness of all
minds are busied in critical examination
of its writings, in wrestling with the
metaphysical problems it left purposely
unsolved to stimulate thought, and in
proclaiming its blessed certainties to a
perplexed world.— Frank Crane, D. D.
