Population.

It is now estimated that the popula-
tion of the United States is nearly 80,-
000,000, an increase of neatly 4,000,000
since the last census. ‘The estimated
population of our leading cities is as fol-
lows: :
New York, 3,716,139; Chicago, 1,873,-
880; Philadelphia, 1,367,716; St. Louis,
612,679; Boston, 600,000; Baltimore, -
531,313; Cleveland, 414,950; Buffalo,
381,313; San Francisco, 866,919; Pitts-
burg, 345,043; Cincinnati, 332,934,

while Detroit, Milwaukee and New Or- 'f

leans, have each 300,000, and Washing-
ton lacks only a few 'himndred of 800,000.
The leading states are, New York, 17,-
500,000; Pennsylvania, 6,500,000; Illi-‘
nois, over 5,000,000; Texas, 3 000 000;
and fourteen other states have over 2,-
000,000 each; and only twenty-two have
less than 1, 000 000,

Uniform Divorce Laws,

An effort is being made to influence
the national conventions of the two great
political parties to take a .position in
favor of a uniform divorce law for all of
the states, and statistics have been gath-
ered which show that within the last
seven years the annual average of di--

_vorces granted in the nation has increased

from 16,436 to 70,000, an increase of 400
per cent. In 1886 the number of di-
vorces granted was 1 to every 3I marri-
ages in Massachusetts, 1 to evey 16 in
Ohio; 1 to 13 in Michigan;and 1 to 11 -
in Rhode Island. In 1901, the propor-

tion in the same states was 1'to 20; 1 to

11; 1 to 9 and 1 to 8. No other -nation .

grants 100,000 to our 70,000. France
grants less than 25,000, Germany less
than 10,000; England and Canada oan
