Money  a  Conveyer  of  Disease. 

Investigators  claim  that soiled  bills  in 

the hands of  people afflicted with  con­

tagious diseases become the means of 

spreading  the contagion. An. attempt 

has been made to form clubs to  protest 

against  unclean  money. It  seems clear 

that the average man handles so  little 

money, keeps what he  gets so short 

time, that he would scarcely hesitate to 

take it from a small-pox patient. Pos­

sibly the government that has oversight 

concerning such matters could do  some­

thing  by shortening the time that  bills 

could remain in  circulation.  Only  state 

sanitation  laws could reach the  handling 

of money by those who are in danger of 

conveying infection. 

Prohibition  in Muncie, Indiana. 

City  street-car strikers in Muncie, In­

diana,  January  1, became so destructive 

and rude that  January  5, Governor Han-

ley was constrained to  send troops to the 

scene. Martial  law was declared and 

the saloons are in consequence closed. 

The taste of orderliness now  enjoyed may 

lead the better elements of the city  to 

adopt permanent  prohibition.  Strike­

breakers now run the cars unmolested. 

An Edict for Forbearing Publishers. 

The United States  does not intend to 

allow  publishers to  extend unpaid sub­

scriptions  but from  three months to a 

year. The penalty is a four-fold rate of 

postage. As a rule long credits are a 

loss, and papers excel in management 

whose credits are so short as to mean 

practically  cash. This is the late  decree 

from the Postmaster General: "A rea­

sonable time will  be allowed publishers 

to secure renewals of subscriptions, but 

unless subscriptions are expressly re­

newed after the term for which  they are 

paid,  within  the following periods: 

Dailies,  within  three months; tri-week¬

lies, within  six months; semi-weeklies, 

within  nine months, weeklies,  within  one 

year; semi-monthlies,  within  three 

months; monthlies,  within  four months; 

bi-monthlies,  within  six months; quar­

terlies,  within  six months;  they shall not 

be counted in the legitimate list of sub­

scribers, and  copies mailed on account 

thereof shall not be  accepted for  mailing 

at the second-class postage rate." 

A Strong Man Fallen. 

On the morning of the last day of the 

old year Bishop  Edward  Gayer Andrews 

of the M. E. church passed out of this 

life  in his  home in New York. For 

nearly nine quadrenniums he had  served 

in  the episcopal office and by his  Chris­

tian  life, scholarly attainments and 

thorough  mastery of ecclesiastical  juris­

prudence he eminently occupied his 

position.  Bishops Joyce and Fitzgerald 

also were losses sustained by this church 

in  the quadrennium. 

The Church and  Bottle  Battle Growing. 

The Herald of Gospel L iber ty places 

on its- title  page the picture of a  Bible 

and a bottle under the words, "Which 

shall  rule?" Thirty years ago a saloon­

keeper who admitted the harmful in­

fluence of the saloon was asked why the 

saloon was allowed an existence. He re­

plied that it was  because church mem­

bers allowed it; being  tied  to their parties 

the whisky men controlled their  votes. 

The church is awakening. Men are 

more and more refusing to  vote for 

whisky  men or measures endorsed by 

favorite  parties. The liquor men are not 

asleep. Party machines are largely in 

their hands.  Prohibition  publishers are 

thrown  into jail under flimsy pretexts. 

Carrie  Nation  was jailed for  holding  a 

street meeting in the interests of temper­

ance in Washington, D. C. The conflict 

is waxing warm. Whisky officers  will 

continue to use their positions to sustain 

the murder-mills  and to destroy the 

leaders of the reform movement. Every 

church  member should boldly stand 

against  the horrible traffic in rum by 

every power in the domestic, social, and 

civic  circles, which God has given him. 

Atlanta's Great Watch-Night  Meeting. 

The sentiment of the new  song, "The 

Rum Shops are Marching  from Georgia," 

found responsive hearts in  Atlanta,  many 

of whose 160,000 people sat up the last 

night of the old  year to see the advent 

of the new. With the new came the 

prohibition  law in full  force, and with it 

the ousting of the legalized rum soaked 

incubators  of all meanness. Hon. Sea­

born F. Wright addressed  4,000 people 

that night on the  Commercialism  of 

Crime.  A key sentence of his  speech as 

reported by the Associated Prohibition 

Press was, "Our governments, whether 

national,  state or municipal,  shall not 

license any evil destructive of the man­

hood and womanhood of our country; 

nor shall our government permit any in­

dividual  or corporation to  CAPITALIZE 

THE  VICES  OF THE  PEOPLE."  The few 

days which have elapsed since January 

1, have shown great improvement. 

Streets heretofore like Bedlam are trans­

formed to make the  week days resemble 

Sundays  for  absence of criminality.  Jan­

uary 4, 1907, under license had sixty-

three cases tried, thirty-two of which 

were for drunkenness; but  January  4, 

1908, seventeen cases were tried and of 

these none were for drunkenness. All 

crime is diminishing. 

The  "Hookey"  Congress. 

Not how to  enact legislation  that  will 
relieve the country, but how to  manipu­
late the session that the blame for the 
lack of needful  legislation  may be fast­
ened on the other party  seems the policy 
of the sixtieth Congress. November is 
coming, and with it an election. An ap­
propriation  bill  is a certainty, of course. 
A parcels post and postal savings bank 
system, favorable to farmers, and recom­
mended by President Roosevelt will 
probably be obliged to await their crea­
tion  until  a more convenient season. 
Express companies and banks are factors 
to be considered at the present eventful 
time. Southern members may  seek 
to push legislation,  over the heads of a 
silent committee,  prohibiting  the ship­
ment of liquors into a  prohibition  state. 
The "anti-sumptuary"  voice of the 
party and the  prohibition  voices of their 
people will  prove heavy loads on their 
shoulders.
