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Notes and Comments,

Alaska Coal Lands.

The Cunningham Alaska coal land
claims, through which it hus been al-
leged that the Morgan Guggenheim
syndicate planned to control one of the
most valuable coal fields  in the world,
has been finally disallowed by the De-
partment of the Interior. Secretary of
the Interior Fisher having approved the
department’s decision, as handed down
by the commissioner of the land office,
the last door is believed to bave been
closed to the Cunningham claimants,
The Cunningham claims have been in
the public eye constanily for more than
two years past. They brought about
the Ballinger-Pinchot investigation by
congress and the dismissal from the
public service of Chief Forester Cifford
Pinchot, Louis R. Glavis, a chief of field
division in the land office, and several
minor officials., Both Messrs, Pinchot
and Glavis were dismissed for insubordi-
nation incident to their attacks on former
Secretary Ballinger, whom they claimed
was favorably disposed toward the
claims. Secretary Fisher says: *‘It is
the Intention of the department to pro-
ceed at once to 2 final determination of
all the remaining Alaskan coal claims,
so far as this can be properly done,
denying those that should be denied and
granting those that should be granted
as rapldly as possible.'’-—Herald and
Presbyter.

Fall of the French Cabinet.

After continuing in control of the
government for the brief period of four
months, the French ministry was de-

feated in A measure involving a vote of ,

confidence, and was compelled to resign.
The crisis came about through a tactical
blunder of Geueral Goiran, Minister of
War, who seems to kpnow more about
his profession as a soldier than about the
methods of parllamentary procedure.
The {ssue at stake was not vital to the
interest of the country—was, in fact,
comparatively trivial; but the facility
with which the coalation of partles to
form the recent ministry has fallen apart
indicates an unsettled condition of poli-

tics in France which does not angur well
for that wvolatile unation.—Fitisburgh
Christian Advocate,

"Olympic Sails With 3,000,

The largest number of persons ever
carried aboard a trans-Atlantic steam-
ship sailed aboard the Olympic, the
mamwmoth new White Star liner. There
were 735 first cabin passengers, 495
secoud-class and 1,100 third-class—a
total of 2,330. Counting the crew there
were more than 3,000 persons aboard.

The Olpmpic’s highest priced suite is
the ‘‘Regent,’’ ou the bridge deck abaft
the information bureau. Que trip cosls
$2,250. ‘The round trip expense of the
vessel from Southampton and back is
$175,000 and the passage money amounts
to $325,000.

Negroes in Canada,

The legal disabilities placed recently
upon negroes in Oklahoma have caused
many of them to sell their land and enter
Canada, much to the displeasure of many
Canadians. The Winnipeg board of
trade and other commercial bodies have
protested against the negro immigrants,
and there are many wh% would like to
add them to the proscribed Chinese and
Japanese. Canpada now has only about
17,000 negroes, a number smaller than
it had at the close of the Civil War.—
C. E. World.

Australian Premier Astonishes Britain.

Andrew Fisher, who left Scotland,
where he worked as a pit boy, to seek
employment in the mines of Australia,
and Is now back as Prime Minister of
that commonwealth, has been shocking
the Euglish by his frankness and his ad-
vocacy of ideas which here are deemed
alnmost anarchistic.

Heis no respector of persons. His
speech in which he attacked James Keir
Hardie for oppoesition to armaments
showed that the ideas of Aunstralian and
English labor leaders differsradically.

Afterward he spoke to, London finan-
clers, who have interesis in Awustralia,
in even plainer terms. A deputation
from companies owning large tracts of
land in Australia waited upon him to
protest against the new land tax, which

aims at breaking up large estates, The
spokesman of the deputation said the
tax would keep capital out of Australia,

Mr. Fisher replied: *‘You don’t know
what you are talking about,”’ and. then
proceeded to show how, in his opinion,
the large landowner retards progress by
tying vp his land and holding it for
speculation,

All titles and degrees offered to Pre-
mier Fisher havebeen refused. He did
not appear at Oxford, which was to con-
fer a degree upon him in common with
other Prime Miristers, and he declined
a degree offered by Cambridge.

Tne Ghent Centenary,

The city of Gheat, Belglum, will cele-
brate, three years hence, the centenary
of the trea'y of peace between the United
States and Great Britain signed there at

“the close of the war of 1812, The room

in which the treaty was signed will be
made a museum of- objects historically
associated with the occasion, and a com-
mittee has been formed in the United
States io obtain money for 4 commemo-
rative monument to be erected in one of
the public places of Ghent.—C. E.
World,

George V. Crowned King of England,

On June 22, George V. was crowned
king of Eugland {n Westminster Abbey,
and the ceremony for which the empire
has been so long preparing was per-
formed with a brilliance never sur-
passed at any previous coronation in the
bistoric old abbey, so it is sald, The
event was witnessed by about 7,000 dis-
tingunished men and women, while
massed in the streets were hundreds of
thousands who took up the shout of
“T.ong Live King George’' when the
canuon at the Tower of Iondon told
them that the crown had been placed
upon the brows of thelr sovereign.

Gifts to Harvard $1,200,000,

Gifts to the amount of $1,200,000 re-
ceived by Harvard University during the
last year were announced by President:
Lowell to the 2000 or more Harvard
men gathered for the alumni meeting in
the quadrangle behind Seaver hall,

nouncement William C. Boyden of Chi-
cago handed to President Lowell a check
for $100,000 as the gift of the class of
1886 to the University, to be invested in
the college funds and only the income
to be used.
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The Summing Up.

In his final article of May 31, Brother
Clapp intimates that I must present no
new argument or Scripture in my closing
reply. Of this T am well aware and
need no caution. But ‘‘hating error’’ as
affirmed, why this fear of the truth, es-
pecially the Scripture? He correctly
anticipates that there are mauny facts and
much Scripture in support of my po-
sition as yet unmentioned. However,
until he breaks through my line of de-
fence, by placing the facts discriminately
in their right relation, and interpreting
correctly instead of explainlng away
Scripture, I have no occasion to present
anything new. My position remains in-
tact,

I. ‘Trichotomy is still a Scriptural
fact.

1. Gen. 2:7. After a futile attempt
to explain away the force of this text,
he admits my claim to the reading
“‘breath of lives.”’ Here then we have,
upon his own admission, at least two
lives in the one body. I claim no more,
But this is trichotomy.

2. 1 Thess, 5:23, Here he would
make ‘‘spirit’’ and “*soul’’ to mean the
same thing. Then one or the other is
superfluous. But those who understand
the original terms employed, know that
two distinct patures are intended, vis, a
higher and a lower. (The same is also
true of Heb. 4:12.) Besides, the trans-
lation as well, plainly shows that the
whole complex nature of man is in-
tended. If the (somo) bodyis a com-
ponent part of man, then the (poeuma)
spirit and the (psuche) soul are also
component parts. This Is trichotomy,
and no amount of explaining away can
break the force of this text,

8. Eccl, 3:18-21, MHere my brother
plaioly contradicts the Scripture. He
says, ‘‘Thereis no reference to an animal
pature in man, etc.”” Verse 18 says,
‘“I'hat they themselves are beasts.”’ This
is actually presented as the very subject
matter of discourse. Brother, how read-
est thou? Again, ‘“The life of man’'s
body is the ‘‘rational and deathless”
spirit, and in the beast something else.”
Verse 19 says, '*As the one dieth, so
dieth the other; yea they have all one
breath; so that 2 man hath no pre-emi-
nence above the beast,’” To maintain
dichotomy, one i3 compelled to deny
this, Ounce more, ‘'In man this (life of
body) goes upward and in the beast
downward.”! Verse 20 says, ‘‘All go
unto one place.”” But in verse 21, man
is said to have an immortal spirit also,
which third npature ‘‘goes upward.”
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The fact is that dichotomy has no place
in'man’s nature for actual mortality, and
of course it's exponents must either ex-
plain away or deny such texts as this.
Trichotomy Is no assumption, because it
is in strict harmony with all the Holy
Scriptures. As to his syllogism, both
the terms and the argument are contra-
dictions, and neilther are discriminate
and correct In stating my position.

iI. My line of argumepnt neither
affirms, denies, or assumes any theory
of the source of the (pneuma) spirit's
origin. Here he is indiscriminate as to
my true position, and taking my state-
ments out of their connection, he rather
bases his argument upon two assump-
tions, to wit, 1. ‘That the physical de-
pravity of the animal soul cannot be
maintalned without affirming the moral
purity of the pneumatic spirlt; and, 2,
That the depravity of the pmeumatic
spirit Is a depravity of it's substance.
To establish his claim here, the burden
of proof still rests with him to first sub-
stantiate these assumptions.

III. As to the meaning of the term
‘‘flesh’’ in Rom. 6, 7, and 8, and Gal. 5,
I refer to my article of April 12, The
argument there remains uhanswered, If
the term means ‘‘The unregenerate
heart,”” then in Rom. 8: 3, Christ {3 said
to be sent forth ‘‘in the llkeness of the
unregenerate heart,”” instead of ‘‘the
likeness of the animal man.” And in
Rom. 8:12-13, and Gal. 5: 16.25, the
real Christian is sald to still have ‘‘the
unregenerate heart,”’ instead of ‘'the an-
imal nature.”

Again, Tt is true that the Holy Spirit
is primarily intended in those texts to
which he refers, as to the conflict in
man. And yet the spirit of man is also
implied, or there is no conflict in the
man, But what about the two natures
in conflict, spoken of in Rom. T: 15-23?
Is the Holy Spirit meant here? The
most careful reading here convinces me
that he is not, but that there are two
patures in the man in conflict. He has
a conflict with himself.

IV. Asto my definition of ‘'‘moral
depravity,”” I am antused at the ridicule
turned upon it. He says, “The idea!
An action depraved! * * * An actis
nothing, i, e., it Is composed of no sub-
stance of any kind, etc.’”’ Shades of
philosophy! And yel in his first article
of March 15, he says, ‘‘Strictly moral
means responsible as to right and wrong
cholces. * * % If there Is a moral
quality inz man, it is there as a result
of an act of his own will."! Now then,
is this act of his own will nothing, simply
because it is not ‘‘a substance of some
kind?’ Thus my brother contradicts
his own definition of *‘moral,” and so
affirms. So much then for his idea and
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conception of the fundamental data of
moral philosophy, If he “hates error,”
it is high time he was getting away from
these materialistic ideas when treating
of moral questions. This is the great
blunder of constitutional moral deprav-
ity, or the doctrine of a nature, sinful
per se. It makessinfulness a substance,
instead of a choice, 1. e., a free and vol-
untary state of the soverign will, This
can be predicated only of moral agents

“*At birth, man is neither sinful or
holy,” in any moral sense, because as
vet he is oot a moral agent., The Scrip-
tures speak of no neutral ground, but
this applies to the moral- agents of our
race, and not to new born infants; and,
let it be remembered, once ﬁar all, that
nothing but moral considerations will
keep any huthan being oul of heaven.
Speculation as to whether the substance
of the (pneuma) spirit is depraved or
not, is a matter of supreme nonsense.
As to this we have no means of knowing,
so that all theories are mere assumptions,
This much we may know, to wit, ‘“That
man is born nnder the dominion of his
animal nature; that this is physical de-
pravity; that this physical depravity be-
comes the occasion of their moral de-
pravity, in that it inclines them to sin;
that moral depravity is not a substance,
but a choeice; that all men become moral-
ly depraved, just so soon as they reach
moral agency; and that sinfulness is not
by force .or necessity, but always by
molive and choice.”” This is sound
philesophy, true to the core, and in strict
harmony with the whole tenor of the
Holy Scriptures, This is the ground
upon which I have stood in this discus-
sion, and shall continue to stand—at least
until I find something better, With
malice toward none, and love to all men,
I too join my brother in heart, and pray
God to bless the truth.

A Reply to Brother Hoskins,
REV.

In the CoNsERVATOR of a few weeks
ago we had. guite a lengthy article by
Bishop Hoskins, on the lodge question,
and while the brother seems to be quite
radical, there Is something of the uncer-
tain sound in his talk and his sentiment.

Now the writer is aware of the fact
that this church opposed lodgery, and
that many of her ministers preached
agalnst the great evil, before he was
born, and also that there are still some
men in this church who do their duty in
exposing and denouncing the works of
darkness,

The writer is also aware of the fact
that there are other great evils besides
the lodge abomination. But as one of
the men who bas been doing a little agi-
tating and censuring, he is here to say a
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few things in self defense and in defense
. of tHe National Christian Assoclation of
which he is a member.

First, as to ‘‘the National Christian
Association' it {s no exaggeration to say
that that Association has, and is doing
more toward the overthrow of the lodge
evil, than any other agency on earth;
and there Is no doubt in my mind, but
that Charles Blanchard is giving the
lodge devils more uneasiness than any
other man in the world, unless it is the
editor of the Cynosure.

Secondly, As to these men being

“'connected with lodge ridden churches,’”

. that does seem unfortunate, and yet
their position may, after all, be justifi-
able.  When I'lock at some of the so-
called reform churches, and at our
own denomination I fail to see what I

would like to see and what God knows

ought to be,

Let me tell you something. I have
been preaching in this church for about
thirteep years. I have preached under
four different bishops and seven differ-
ent presiding elders and 'with only love
and good will toward these men I must
confess that in all their preaching that 1
have ever heard, there was not enough
" to make one good sermon on the lodge
question, were it ail put together,

Brother Hoskins speaks of the proper
occasion. Tell me, will you, whatdo
you call a proper occasion? Here isa
bishop at an annual conference where he

opportunity that he does have, to preach
against these hell powers in that confer-
ence. He generally. preaches about
falth, and about heaven. He also de-
nounces worldliness in general, and he
strikes the liquor traffic and every other
evil except the lodge evil. Now why
does he fzll to deo his duty in this case?
Is he ignorant on this great matter, or
" is he afraid that a few words would play
smash with his salary? The sawe might
be said about the elder and his quarterly
meetings. :

When I go into a conference or a field
of labor and find the lodge holding a
high carnival over this so-called reform
church, I do not wonder at it, for how
could we expect it otherwise under the
circumstances?

“Once more,” I want to say that the

true prophet of God will not back  down -

on such a proposition as this but will show
the people their sins and give them
warning regardless of consequences!
But many of our preachers are not doing
their duty in this matter, and there is no
use for any man totry to get arcund the
fact; nor is It very safe for any man to
intentionally or untentionally shield
them against the censure which they de-
serve, nor is it proper and good to talk
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as thongh our people were about all
sound on the lodge proposition when we
know that many are not so.

Now, I do not mean Lo be a crank nor
a coward, but I do expect to be faithful
to Christ. For me to enforce church

law against these bidden things of dark-"

pess without telling the public *'why,”
would be dowanright fogyism. So let

us do our duty on every proper occasion,
Claytonville, Illinois.

Motive.

We wish to continue our thounghts
concerning our Discipline and secret so-
cleties. There are'two reasons for a
minister taking a secret order man into
the church, on the condition that they
do not attend the lodge meetings or any
of its doings; but just pay the dues and
hold the insurance.

First, the preacher who knows the
Discipline and the applicant would nDot
take such a. man in if there were not
some motive back of it. So we must
copsider this from the motive. What is
the motive? First, the increase of mem-
bership. As we all like to bave a good
report to our annual conference, so if
this is a. large fish Jet us suspend the
rules of the Discipline and catch him.
But does not God say, ''Besure your sin
will find you ou1?’”’ Now isit a sin for
me to wilfully violate a principle of our
dear beloved zion that is uuchapgeable
only by two thirds of its members? See
Discipline, Page 18, 19. I am sure it
would be for me. But I leave it 1o every
oune's conscience,

Some one may say that I must have
some grievance or huve an awfu,l lot of
secrecy. [ am sure I bave no grievance
and could not have and be a Christian,
I have sowe secrecy that is causing me
much care, and I am writing for the love
of the brethren and the safety of our
zion., May God stir up our pure minds
by way of remembrance.

The second, and wmaybe the greatest
reason for the pastor indulging in this is
the financial end, for I am sure that I
would not take the privilege of setting
aside the Discipline unless the motive
was to an end. I think none of us
would takéin members who would *‘not”’
pay, so the motive for the pas or istwo
fold. Is it justifiable?

As to the applicant. Does he under-
stand his position? Let us see. Do any
of the lodges purposely exempt their
members from attending their meetings?
Let us turn to theirby-laws and constitu-
tion and see. We find they are expected to
be there, Now can I be square with the
lodge when I unite under the require-
ments and purposely and habitnally
absent myself from their place of meet-
ing? Whatis my motive in uniting,
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taking the oath and all of the forms and
ceremonies upon me when I do not in-
tend to be true to the order, bat just do
it to get the Insurance? Is thisa just
motive? Why do I not go into an old
line insurance and then I am clear of all
this. The reason is clear. There is not
so much in it for the money we put in.
Is my motive justifiable?

Let us see the effect of this same work
upon the church, There are a number
who unite with the church and soon
after they absent themselves from the
church purposely” and with all the ex-
hortation and admonition that can be
glven them, they continue. What is
the effect? It is this: Generally they
do not live a comsistent Christian life
and by this bring reproach on the church
and the cause of Christ; and they do not
do as well as the lodge man, for he must
pay tostay, but the church has become
more lenient and their names are carrled
up to annual conference for to increase
our list of members, and counference
makes its assessments according to my
membership, and then I go to another
field apd leave the other fellow to collect
the conference assessments from a faith-
ful few and get less than half of it, and
if I go back on the work myself the re-
sulls are the same. What is a good re-
port and what is a good motive?

Another thought as to me uniting
with 2 cburch under such conditions,
when I know that the church s not in
harmony with my situation, What {s
my motive? Itis well right here to say
that I am not accusing men of belng
porposely dishonest. For fear I may be
misunderstood let me explain what I
mean, I have done and expect I will
do some things on the spur of the mo-
ment that are wrong, and after due con-
sideralion I may have to retrace my
steps; but tbe polnt I want to make here
is this: The devil is cute and knows how
to work these things' and he will keep
the real principle covered up if he can,
s0 we need to give a great deal of con-
sideration 1o these principles before we
act. Ifear that there is not due con-
sideration giver to uniting with the
church. It means more than most of us
think. When I stand up and say I will do
all that is required of me on page 20,
21, of the Discipline, it means much and
I ought to feel the great responsibility
I am taking on myself and I ought to
know my molive in doing so; and if I

am not in full sympathy with the Dis-
cipline Thad  better refrain. So what
is a pure motive? It isthe truth of a
thing, as the very essence, and this is
what God looks at and the thing by
which we will stand or fall. It means
much to have a conscience void of offence
before God and man. So, who changed
the truth of God into a le? :

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Missionary Education Movement.

The question of changing the name of
the Young People's Missionary Move-
ment has confronted its leaders for sev-
eral years, because the name does not
define the purpose nor properly charac-
terize the activities of the movement.

A proposal to change the name was
referred by the board of managers toa
special committee, and after a year of
careful study it was unanimously voted
to adopt the name Missionary Education
Movement, which the Supreme Court of
New York has ordered to be effective
July 10, 1911. The name, Missionary
Education Movement, is similar in form
to the two other great educational agen-
cies of the country, the National Educa-
tion Association and the Religious Edu-
cation Association, and will tend to give
missionary education its proper place in
the educational world.

The former name not only suggested
primary connection with young people's
societies, but it also failed to indicate
the comprehensive nature of the policies
and objectives of the movement. The
use of the phrase, "Young People's,"
has resulted in the general inference that
it is an organization of young people,
and confined to the field of young peo-
ple's societies. This limitation has been
noticeable in practically all approaches
to ministers or groups of laymen, when
seeking co-operation in reference to any
department of work.

The purpose of the movement in re-
lation to young people is not altered, nor
are its practices changed, but it is keep-
ing pace with extensive educational de-
velopments in the boards, resulting in
an enlarged field of activity. The work
of the educational departments of several
mission boards has undergone an exten-
sion. Some have included in their con-
stituency, brotherhoods and colleges,
and all have come to recognize the need
for missionary education among adults.
Moreover, there has been a growing
tendency on the part of the mission
boards to look to this movement for co-
operation in all lines of missionary edu-
cation. These developments recognize
the movement as an agency to assist all
boards in promoting missionary educa-
tion for any class, group, or constit-
uency, and on any subject of sufficiently
common interest to warrant one agency
in acting for several others.

Thus the Foreign Missions Conference
of North America at its session in 1911
appointed a committee on co-operative
publications, and requested this move-
ment to act as the agency for the prep-
aration of this material. The Home
Missions Council at its January meeting
this year also requested the movement
