I t is sa id that ' ' n o t h i n g is sett led u n ­
t i l it i s sett led r i g h t . " I n d o c t r i n a l d i s ­
putes the t r u t h w i l l u l t i m a t e l y p r e v a i l 
w h e n i t is c l e a r l y s tated . A po int that 
r equ i res s e t t l i n g is w h e t h e r b e i n g " b o r n 
a g a i n " a n d be ing " f i l l e d w i t h the s p i r i t " 
are one a n d the same t h i n g o r n o t . . W e 
take the pos i t i on that they are not i d e n ­
t i ca l a l t h o u g h one m a y be b o r n aga in 
a n d filled w i t h the S p i r i t at the same 
t i m e . W e are of the o p i n i o n that these 
t w o t h i n g s m a y oc cur at the same t ime 
or t h e y m a y not . P a u l e v i d e n t l y w a s 
born aga in a n d filled w i t h the S p i r i t at 
the same t i m e , b u t the o ther apostles 
a n d d i s c ip les were b o r n aga in a n d later , 
on the day of Pentecost , were filled w i t h 
the S p i r i t . T h e new b i r t h occurs at the 
b e g i n n i n g of the C h r i s t i a n l i f e . It is 
not necessar i ly repeated. T h e i n f i l l i n g 
of the S p i r i t is repeated . T r a c e the l ives 
of the e a r l y C h r i s t i a n s i n the " book of 
A c t s and y o u w i l l find t h e y were repeat­
ed ly f i l led w i t h the S p i r i t . W h y is it 
repeated? Because the filling of the 
S p i r i t i s the e n d u e m e n t w i t h p o w e r for 
serv ice . L i k e e lectr ic power , w h e n not 
i n use, i s t u r n e d off; so the d i v i n e power 
is t u r n e d off w h e n not i n use. I f w e 
use the power cons tant ly there m a y be 
s u c h a t h i n g as b e i n g cons tant ly f u l l of 
the H o l y S p i r i t a n d of f a i t h as was 
B a r n a b a s . N o w If a n y one can correct 
the w r i t e r i n h i s v i e w he is i n no danger 
of b e i n g i n v o l v e d i n a c ont roversy . 

B r o t h e r S o u t h a n d brother Beers d i d 
a good service i n t h r e s h i n g out the s in 
q u e s t i o n . B o t h sides were a b l y pre ­
sented . I t seems the t e r m " O r i g i n a l 
s i n , or b i r t h s i n , or i n b r e d s i n ' as y o u 
m a y choose to c a l l i t , is g r a d u a l l y 
g e t t i n g i n t o d i s u s e ! D r . J a m e s M u d g e 
sa id i t o u g h t to be cons igned to the 
m u s e u m of theo log i ca l cur i os i t i e s . 
S i n c e there Is no v o l u n t a r y e lement i n i t , 
i t is quest ionab le w h e t h e r it o u g h t to be 
ca l led s i n . T h e r e f o r e the term hered i ty 
is b e i n g used ins tead . N e w bottles for 
the new w i n e . 

T h e idea of v i c t o r y over s in instead of 
e r a d i c a t i o n of the h e r e d i t a r y p r i n c i p l e is 
g r a d u a l l y g a i n i n g the ascendancy . S i n 
as g u i l t is f o r g i v e n or p u r g e d ; w h i l e s in 
as a force, is c onquered , not once for a l l , 
but c o n t i n u a l l y , for e v i d e n t l y we have to 
contend w i t h i t as l o n g as we are i n the 
body . P a u l speaks of the m y s t e r y of 
i n i q u i t y . T h e r e is a m y s t e r y about i t 
so it is better not to be too d o g m a t i c a l . 
W e k n o w we have the cure for i t i n 
C h r i s t w h i c h o u g h t to sat is fy our m i n d s . 
T h e b lood of Jesus C h r i s t c leanseth us 
f r o m s in before the l a w , w h i l e the H o l y 

S p i r i t witnesses to th i s fact , a n d also 
s t rengthens the be l iever aga inst the 
power of s i n , so that v i c t o r y i s assured . 

The Religion of Odd Fellowship. 
PROF. MOSHS H. CLEMENS, M. A. 

T h e above is the t i t l e of a new book 
by a L i b e r a l U n i t e d B r e t h r e n pastor , D r . 
C l a u d e E . S a y r e , of F r e e p o r t , I l l i n o i s . 
T h i s book is w r i t t e n i n defense of secret 
societies , espec ia l ly the O d d F e l l o w s . 
I n h is c i r c u l a r he enumerates the sub­
jects of the n ine chapters a n d quotes 
several tes t imonia ls f r o m O d d F e l l o w s . 
" B r o t h e r O d d F e l l o w , " he e x c l a i m s , 
" b e prepared for the a t t a c k s made u p o n 
y o u r soc iety . T h i s book answers every 
c r i t i c i s m a n d te l ls how the lodge helps 
men to be better a n d to do for the i r fel ­
l ow m a n the t h i n g that o u g h t to be 
d o n e . " 

W e propose to inves t iga te br ie f ly the 
r e l i g i o n of O d d F e l l o w s h i p . Be fore us 
l ies the f o u r t h e d i t i o n of a booklet w h i c h 
was compi led a n d issued under the d i ­
rect ion of the G r a n d L o d g e of O n t a r i o , 
b y J . B . K i n g , G r a n d S e c r e t a r y . T h i s 
l i t t l e book is e n t i t l e d ; " O d d F e l l o w s h i p , 
w h a t i t i s , w h a t it has done, w h a t it is 
d o i n g , w h y y o u s h o u l d j o i n i t . " T h e 
a u t h o r has also to ld us w h a t O d d F e l ­
l o w s h i p was i n the f o l l o w i n g words : 
" T h e Independent O r d e r of O d d F e l l o w s 
was establ ished on t h i s cont inent i n 1819 
at B a l t i m o r e , M a r y l a n d , a n d was for 
some years l a r g e l y a soc ia l c o n v i v i a l 
c l u b . " S u c h was the b e g i n n i n g of O d d 
F e l l o w s h i p a c c o r d i n g to the above state­
ment of the G r a n d S e c r e t a r y of the 
G r a n d L o d g e of O n t a r i o . N o w m a r k 
w h a t " a social c o n v i v i a l c l u b " has u n ­
d e r t a k e n to a c c o m p l i s h . T h e G r a n d 
Secre tary says i n h i s l i t t l e book that the 
great m i s s i o n o i O d d F e l l o w s h i p is the 
e levat ion of charac ter , to m a k e men a n d 
w o m e n better, that the Independent 
O r d e r of O d d F e l l o w s h i p is an o r g a n i z a ­
t i on h a v i n g for i ts object the e levat ion 
of m a n k i n d , m o r a l l y , i n t e l l e c t u a l l y , so­
c i a l l y , a n d p h y s i c a l l y , that i t s t r ives to 
break d o w n the a r t i f i c i a l barr i e rs that 
separate man f rom h i s f e l l o w m a n and 
places a l l u p o n an e q u a l i t y , as members 
of one great f a m i l y , that it opposes a l l 
f orms of vice a n d i m m o r a l i t y , teaches 
temperance i n a l l t h i n g s a n d s tr ives to 
lead men to the c u l t i v a t i o n of b r o t h e r l y 
love a n d h u m a n s y m p a t h y , that it s t r ives 
to eradicate the bese t t ing s i n of se l f i sh­
ness by t e a c h i n g i ts members the v a l u e 
and necessity o f m u t u a l he lp fu lness , 
that i t offers t r u t h as an easy s o l u t i o n 
for a l l d i f f i cu l t ies , that it s tands for r i g h t 
against m i g h t , w i t h love a g a i n s t hate , 
w i t h hope aga inst despondency a n d de­
s p a i r , i n s t r u c t i n g the y o u n g to venerate 
the o l d , a n d i n c u l c a t i n g that d i v i n e doc­
t r ine that as m a n came f r o m a c o m m o n 

parent he i s b o u n d to o w n those t ies 
w h i c h b i n d h i m to h i s f e l l o w m a n . A c ­
c o r d i n g to Secre tary K i n g i t is the 
bounden d u t y of every e l i g i b l e man and 
w o m a n to u n i t e w i t h the O r d e r a n d 
" h e l p on the g r a n d w o r k it is d o i n g i n 
e l e v a t i n g the s tandard of mora ls as w e l l 
as i n s o l v i n g the great soc ia l problems of 
the d a y . " G r a n d S e c r e t a r j K i n g g ives 
the f o l l o w i n g creed i n h i s l i t t l e book : 
" O d d F e l l o w s h i p , w h i l e it is free f rom 
a n y t h i n g of a sectar ian charac ter , has 
a l w a y s held belief i n a S u p r e m e B e i n g , 
the C r e a t o r a n d Freserver of the U n i ­
verse, as a c a r d i n a l p r i n c i p l e ; and has 
m a i n t a i n e d the F a t h e r h o o d of G o d as a 
doc t r ine of equa l impor tance w i t h the 
doc t r ine of the bro therhood of m a n . 
C o n c e r n i n g the q u a l i t i e s and a t t r ibutes 
of the D i v i n e F a t h e r , it has never u n ­
d e r t a k e n to pronounce w i t h a u t h o r i t y ; 
nor does it ques t i on the m o r a l character 
and good c i t i z e n s h i p of those w h o declare 
that they have no belief i n a S u p r e m e 
B e i n g . I t s i m p l y exerc ises the r i g h t of 
a l l v o l u n t a r y assoc iat ions to prescr ibe 
the qua l i f i ca t i ons for m e m b e r s h i p in i t s 
o w n c i r c l e . It has a l w a y s i n s i s t e d , a n d 
w i l l i n s i s t , that belief i n a S u p r e m e B e ­
i n g is abso lute ly necessary to a t ta in or 
r e ta in a place w i t h i n its r a n k s . N o one 
s h o u l d offer h i m s e l f for m e m b e r s h i p i n 
o u r O r d e r w h o has not t h i s bel ie f ; no one 
s h o u l d be accepted w i t h o u t i t ; a n d no 
member w h o loses f a i t h i n s u c h a S u ­
preme B e i n g can honest ly a n d consist ­
ent ly r e m a i n w i t h u s . " T h e f orego ing 
w i l l suffice to show w h e r e i n the " r e ­
l i g i o n " of O d d F e l l o w s h i p consists . 
N o w , let i t be k n o w n that the O r d e r 
u n d e r t a k e s to do a l l those great t h i n g s 
w i t h o u t the a id of Jesus C h r i s t , whose 
name does not occur even i n the creed 
w h i c h Secre tary K i n g presents i n h i s 
book le t . M o r e o v e r , the name of Jesus 
C h r i s t is e x c l u d e d from the prayers pro ­
v i d e d i n the r i t u a l of the O r d e r . I t is 
k n o w n as a pos i t ive fact that a Jew can 
secure the r u l i n g of the name of C h r i s t 
out of the prayers offered b y the chap­
l a i n i n a lodge of O d d F e l l o w s . I f a 
case w o u l d come u p on appea l to the 
lodge of w h i c h y o u are secretary , as to 
w h e t h e r it were l a w f u l to use the name 
of Jesus C h r i s t i n p r a y e r i n O d d F e l ­
l o w s ' lodges , h o w w o u l d y o u decide it? 
T o th is ques t i on the G r a n d Secretary of 
of the G r a n d L o d g e of O h i o r e p l i e d : 
" R u l e C h r i s t o u t on account of the 
J e w s . " T h e departed O d d F e l l o w is 
represented to have gone to the lodge 
above, w h e t h e r he was a professed f o l ­
l ower of C h r i s t , a M o h a m m e d a n or a 
J e w . 

T h i s is the r e l i g i o n w h i c h D r . C l a u d e 
E . S a y r e recommends and w h i c h he e x ­
h o r t s h is lodge brother to de fend , a n d 
D r . S a y r e ' s book on the R e l i g i o n of O d d 

C o m m u n i c a t i o n s . 
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F e l l o w s h i p has been recommended In the 
Religious Telescope, the of f ic ial o rgan of 
the L i b e r a l U n i t e d B r e t h r e n i n C h r i s t ! 
B y r e c o m m e n d i n g the r e l i g i o n of O d d 
F e l l o w s h i p , D r . S a y r e and the ed i tor of 
the Telescope are s o w i n g the tares of error 
i n the w o r l d . S u r e l y those gent lemen 
c o u l d be better e m p l o y e d ! 

Experience. 
I a m a member of the U n i t e d B r e t h ­

ren c h u r c h at S a b e t h a , K a n s a s . I have 
j u s t recent ly t a k e n out q u a r t e r l y c on ­
ference l icense to preach a n d have been 
p r e a c h i n g some wherever the L o r d opens 
the w a y . I a m at present h o l d i n g meet­
i n g s i n the F a i r v i e w P a r k on S a t u r d a y 
evenings . F o r the last several years , I 
have been r e a d i n g the C O N S E R V A T O R , 
and i n fact i t was one of the means w h i c h 
helped me to rea l i ze , that I had never 
f o u n d the w o n d e r f u l secret of a b i d i n g i n 
the L o r d . I have been a c h u r c h m e m ­
ber for a n u m b e r of years , a n d for the 
last several years I have been endeavor ­
i n g to l i v e the best C h r i s t i a n l i f e that I 
k n e w h o w , and s t i l l the l o n g i n g w i t h i n 
m y sou l was not sa t i s f i ed .

2:14. " B u t as i t i s w r i t t e n , eye h a t h 
not seen, nor ear h e a r d , ne i ther have 
entered i n t o the heart of m a n , the t h i n g s 
w h i c h G o d h a t h prepared for t h e m that 
love h i m . B u t G o d h a t h revealed t h e m 
u n t o us b y h i s S p i r i t : f or the S p i r i t 
searcheth a l l t h i n g s , y e a , the deep t h i n g s 
of G o d . " 1 C o r . 2:9, 1 0 . 

T h e n a t u r a l unregenerated m a n has 
not the least i dea of the j oys , w h i c h 
come to one at regenerat i on . I t is s i m ­
p l y w o n d e r f u l . W o r d s can never express 
the j o y that is c o n t i n u a l l y flooding m y 
s o u l . 

H u m a n tongue can never te l l of love 
d i v i n e . " 
" O h that I could tell him as I know him, 

M y Redeemer who has brightened all iny 
way. 

If I could only tell h im as I know him, 
I am sure that you would make him yours 

today. " 

I a m sure that m a n y other m i n i s t e r s 
have f o u n d i t t r u e , that no matter h o w 
h a r d they t r y to te l l of C h r i s t , h i s great 
love to a l l , the sweet c o m m u n i o n w i t h 

G o d , the blessed assurance of e ternal 
l i f e , and the joy of l i v i n g a pure l i f e , 
t h e y can never do i t . " 

T h e apostle P a u l says , " G o d w h o 
c o m m a n d e d the l i g h t to sh ine out of 
d a r k n e s s , h a t h s h i n e d i n o u r hearts , to 
g i v e the l i g h t of the k n o w l e d g e of the 
g l o r y of G o d i n the face of Jesus 
C h r i s t . " F o r w h a t m a n k n o w e t h the 
t h i n g s of a man save the s p i r i t of a man 
w h i c h is i n h i m , even so the t h i n g s of 
G o d k n o w e t h no m a n but the S p i r i t of 
G o d . N o w we have rece ived , not the 
s p i r i t of the w o r l d , b u t the S p i r i t of 
G o d ; that we m i g h t k n o w the t h i n g s 
that are freely g i v e n to us of G o d . " 

W e must k n o w the H o l y G h o s t . W e 
must be sure that we are saved, a n d 
prepared to meet G o d at any moment . 

I used to t h i n k that i t was imposs ib l e 
to be abso lute ly c e r ta in that I was saved 
a n d to be c e r ta in of heaven , but the 
b l i n d has beeu removed and I can t r u l y 
say w i t h P a u l " F o r we k n o w , that i f o u r 
e a r t h l y house of th i s tabernacle were 
d i s so lved , we have a b u i l d i n g of G o d , a 
house not made w i t h hands , e ternal i n 
the heavens " B less the L o r d ! I s n ' t 
that g lor ious? 

Jesus s a i d , " V e r i l y , v e r i l y , I say unto 
thee, except a m a n be born a g a i n , he 
cannot see the k i n g d o m of G o d . " A n d 
a g a i n , " I te l l y o u , n a y , but except ye 
repent , ye s h a l l a l l l i k e w i s e p e r i s h . " 
W e m u s t be sure that we have r e a l l y re ­
pented , a n d been born a g a i n . I k n o w 
that there are m a n y s incere people i n 
o u r c h u r c h as w e l l as i n o thers , w h o 
t h i n k that they are a l l r i g h t , but yet do 
not have real s a l v a t i o n . 

" T h e new m a n is renewed i n exact 
k n o w l e d g e after the i m a g e of h i m w h o 
created u s . " M y favor i te S c r i p t u r e is 
" T h e r e f o r e if any m a n be i n C h r i s t he is 
a new c rea ture : o l d t h i n g s are passed 
a w a y ; beho ld a l l t h i n g s are become 
n e w . " G o d alone has creat ive power , 
therefore d i v i n e power alone can m a k e 
us new creatures . N o matter h o w s iDfu l 
we may be, G o d can cleanse us i n the 
t w i n k l i n g of an eye . W e cannot g r o w 
i n t o grace , but after we have been 
adopted i n t o G o d ' s f a m i l y and re ­
ce ived the H o l y G h o s t we can g r o w i n 
grace . W h e n a person gets s a l v a t i o n 
he k n o w s i t , a n d i t does not take the 
people a r o u n d h i m l o n g to find it o u t . 
W h e n a person gets h i s feet on the rock 
he k n o w s i t , a n d he can t r u l y say , " O n 
C h r i s t the s o l i d l o c k I s t a n d , a l l other 
g r o u n d is s i n k i n g s a n d . " Before I was 
saved , I somet imes t h o u g h t , that i f a n y ­
body got to heaven I o u g h t to, because I 
was t r y i n g so h a r d to l i v e r i g h t , b u t 
w h e n I came to the l i g h t , I saw the n o t h ­
ingness of m y o w n r ighteousness before 
G o d . " B y grace are ye saved , t h r o u g h 
f a i t h , a n d that not of yourse l f it is the 

g i f t of G o d not of w o r k s , lest a n y m a n 
s h o u l d b o a s t . " 

I have a l r e a d y been v e r y zea lous for 
an e d u c a t i o n , and a l w a y s en joy s t u d y ­
i n g L a t i n , geometry and b o t a n y ; b u t 
c ompared w i t h h e a v e n l y w i s d o m , w i s ­
d o m of th i s w o r l d is foo l i shness . I c a n 
t r u l y say , as I once h e a r d a dear b r o t h e r 
s a y , " a l t h o u g h I k n o w v e r y l i t t l e about 
bo tany , I have seen the rose of S h a r o n , 
and the l i l y of the v a l l e y . A l t h o u g h I 
k n o w v e r y l i t t l e about a s t r o n o m y , I have 
seen the star of B e t h l e h e m , a n d a l t h o u g h 
I k n o w v e r y l i t t l e about geo logy , I 
k n o w that I a m s t a n d i n g on the s o l i d 
r o c k , C h r i s t Jesus . Blessed be G o d ! 
S a l v a t i o n is a real t h i n g . I t is not s i m ­
p l y an i m a g i n a r y t h i n g . 

E a c h one of u s , as ambassador for 
C h r i s t s h o u l d ho ld the banner h i g h a n d 
keep it f rom t r a i l i n g i n the dus t , a n d 
keep in m i n d o u r mot to , " R e m o v e not 
the anc ient l a n d m a r k w h i c h t h y f a t h ­
ers have s e t . " 

I have an u n m i s t a k a b l e c a l l f r o m G o d 
to evange l i s t i c w o r k , a n d I feel c e r t a i n 
that th i s must be m y l i f e w o r k . I w i l l 
p robab ly take a r e g u l a r a p p o i n t m e n t to 
preach u n t i l I a m more t h o r o u g h l y 
prepared to take u p the w o r k . I have 
f o u n d that two of the most i m p o r t a n t 
factors for any t rue m i n i s t e r , are , (1 ) a 
care fu l and p r a y e r f u l s t u d y of the 
S c r i p t u r e s , and (2) b e i n g alone w i t h 
G o d I desire the p r a y e r s of the U n i t e d 
B r e t h r e n people that I m a y be used as 
an i n s t r u m e n t i n G o d ' s h a n d s to the 
s a l t a t i o n of prec ious souls . 

Infidel Inconsistency. 
A m a n , seeing a B i b l e i n a C l e v e l a n d 

l a w y e r ' s office not l o n g ago, re ferred 
c o n t e m p t u o u s l y to the B o o k , d e c l a r i n g 
it to be overated a n d of l i t t l e r ea l m e r i t 
or i m p o r t a n c e ; a n d , on b e i n g asked i f he 
had ever read i t , r e p l i e d that he h a d not , 
f u r t h e r t h a n a few pasages o c c a s i o n a l l y . 

A few m i n u t e s later the l a w y e r asked 
h i m h i s o p i n i o n of the c ommentar i e s of 
B l a c k s t o n e , a n d he sa id that he d i d not 
consider h i m s e l f competent to e x p r e s s an 
o p i n i o n on the sub jec t , as B l a c k s t o n e 
was u n i v e r s a l l y recognized as the great 
a u t h o r i t y on l a w . Bes ides , h i s r e a d i n g 
of B l a c k s t o n e was v e r y l i m i t e d , he s a i d . 

" A n d y e t , " sa id the l a w y e r , " y o u e v i ­
d e n t l y t h i n k y o u r s e l f q u a l i f i e d to pass 
an o p i n i o n c o n c e r n i n g the v a l u e of a 
book that the greatest men agree far 
surpasses B l a c k s t o n e a n d every o ther 
l i t e r a r y w o r k the w o r l d has k n o w n . " 

S u c h i s the conceit a n d i g n o r a n c e of 
the average s k e p t i c w h e n a n y q u e s t i o n 
r e l a t i n g to the B i b l e i s u n d e r cons ider -
t i o n . H e speaks i l l of the t h i n g s he 
k n o w s n o t h i n g of, and because he pre ­
fers darkness to l i g h t , is w i l l f u l l y b l i n d 
to t r u t h s that can be re cogn ized by u n ­
pre jud i ced persons w h o are possessed of 
a n y in te l l i gence at a l l . — T . D a r l e y A l l e n . 
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Benevolence. 
W h a t i s t r u e benevolence? G i v i n g 

a lone does not c o m p r e h e n d i t , i n i t s en­
t i r e t y . I t m u s t be de l iberate and v o l ­
u n t a r y . W h e n i t is coerced and con­
s t r a i n e d i t is not benevolence . T h e r e 
are those, w h o w h e n e x c i t e d and per­
suaded b y a s t r o n g speech, w i l l g ive , but 
t h i s i s not de l iberate g i v i n g . T o be 
benevo lent , it m u s t be c o n t i n u o u s . 
T h e r e are persons w h o take a n o t i o n to 
g ive at c e r ta in t imes , b u t the spe l l gets 
off a n d t h e y cease to g i v e for t i m e to 
come. Benevo lence m u s t be i m p a r t i a l , 
not conf ined to a c e r ta in class, c l i q u e or 
o rder , i t must seek the good of a l l m a n ­
k i n d so f a r as there i s a b i l i t y a n d oppor ­
t u n i t y . I n l i k e manner i t m u s t be u n i ­
v e r s a l . T h e r e m u s t be no s in i s ter mo­
t i v e , or object to profit b y the g i f t , a n d 
get more t h a n was g i v e n . I t i s reported 
that the H a v e r m y e r sugar t rust gave 
three m i l l i o n s of do l lars to one of the 
p o l i t i c a l c a m p a i g n s , k n o w i n g that they 
stood for h i g h tari f f , a n d that t h e y made 
t h i r t y m i l l i o n s w h e n the tarif f took effect. 
N o one can i n the h ighes t sense be be­
nevo lent i n a s i n f u l state i n w h i c h they 
w i l l s e l f i sh ly . L o v e m u s t fill m e n ' s 
hear ts , a n d permeate t h e i r l i ves , to se­
cure th i s state of m i n d . S i n has per­
ver ted m a n ' s b e i n g a n d h i s n a t u r e m u s t 
be changed to r i g h t h i m . W h i l e i n th i s 
unregenerated c o n d i t i o n men m a y preach 
w i t h w r o n g mot ives , p r a y to be heard of 
m e n , a n d g i v e , to h a v e the t r u m p e t 
sounded i n the i r pra ise . M e n w h o are 
b o u n d b y oaths or o ther m a n - i m p o s e d 
o b l i g a t i o n s , to m i n i s t e r to the s i c k , and 
to re l ieve the w a n t s of a c e r ta in order , 
cannot be considered benevolent under 
the above r u l e s . T h o s e w h o are ob­
l i g a t e d not to d e f r a u d a c e r ta in c lass , 
l a c k the q u a l i t i e s that const i tute th i s 

v i r t u e , the i r o b l i g a t i o n under the l a w of 
love is to a l l a n d w h e n i t is res t r i c ted to 
a part i t is se l f ish . T h e r e m a y be spec ia l 
dut i e s we owe to our f a m i l i e s that we 
are not u n d e r to a l l m e n , a n d spec ia l 
ob l i ga t i ons to G o d ' s people , b u t we 
s h o u l d seek the h ighes t good of a l l men 
of every n a t i o n , t ongue a n d t r i b e . T h e 
v a r i o u s secret u n i o n s , i n a most mani fes t 
w a y v io la te G o d ' s l a w of l ove . T h e y 
seek to keep n o n - u n i o n men out of w o r k , 
i n j u r e t h e m , a n d t h e i r f a m i l i e s a n d i t i s 
s i n f u l to be l ong to a n y of t h e m . T h e 
U n i t e d order of A m e r i c a n M e c h a n i c s 
transgress th i s l a w , the i r object is to 
keep fore igners out of w o r k , a n d to se­
cure w o r k for those w h o are A m e r i c a n 
b o r n , p r o v i d e d they are i n the i r o rder . 
O n e man is born i n D e t r o i t , another i n 
W i n d s o r , O n t a r i o , G o d v i ews t h e m a l i k e , 
b u t the u n i o n has respect of persons for 
those b o r n on the U n i t e d States s ide . 
James determines t h i s mat ter . " I f ye 
have respect of persons ye c o m m i t s i n , 
a n d are c o n v i n c e d of the l a w as t rans ­
g r e s s o r s . " 

Right. 
It is an a p h o r i s m , that n o t h i n g is set­

t led t i l l it is sett led r i g h t . S o m e t i m e s 
r i g h t is on the scaffold, and w r o n g upon 
the throne , b u t that c o n d i t i o n cannot 
endure . R e v o l u t i o n and o v e r t u r n i n g 
w i l l o ccur t i l l t h i n g s are r i g h t e d . M a n 
l ooks at a n a r r o w sec t ion , G o d l o o k s on 
the who le scene, the ages, a n d e ternal 
cyc les are v i e w e d b y d e i t y . W r o n g may 
t r i u m p h for geuerat ions a n d centur i es , 
but i ts days are n u m b e r e d and its years 
must end . T h e w i c k e d T u r k has held 
the H o l y L a n d for centur ies . G o d f r e y 
of B o n l o n c a p t u r e d it f r o m the T u r k , 
a n d i t was h e l d i n sacred h a n d s near ly a 
c e n t u r y , w h e n S a l a d a n the i s l a m genera l 
retook i t for the T u r k s . B u t T u r k e y i s 
d i m i n i s h i n g , w e a k e n i n g , a n d i n d i c a ­
t ions a u g u r i ts f a l l . I t is the support 
of a false r e l i g i o n a n d cannot e n d u r e . 

I n o u r e a r l y years , s lavery was e n ­
t renched a n d e n t h r o n e d i n o u r S o u t h e r n 
States . It d i v i d e d the M e t h o d i s t c h u r c h , 
the B a p t i s t s , the P r e s b y t e r i a n s , a n d d i -
d i v l d e d the Pro tes tant M e t h o d i s t c h u r c h . 
S o u t h e r n preachers advocated s l a v e r y as 
a d i v i n e i n s t i t u t i o n , a n d c l a i m e d that i t 
was suppor ted a n d t a u g h t b y the S c r i p ­
tures. I n o u r ear ly m i n i s t r y , O h i o , was 
b o u n d i n the bondage of pro s lavery 
sent iment a n d m y p r e s i d i n g elder was 
threatened for t emperate ly s p e a k i n g 
aga inst i t . D o c t o r L e w i s D a v i s was os­
trac ised a n d compel led to a b a n d o n h i s 
f ie ld of labor i n S o u t h e r n O h i o , for s a y ­
i n g i n a p r i v a t e house : " W h y c o u l d not 
we do as E q u a d o r , b u y the f reedom of 
our s laves?" B u t the great a n d good 
J o h n W e s l e y s a i d " S l a v e r y i s the s u m of 
a l l v i l l a i n i e s . " G o d was aga ins t i t , a n d 
a l t h o u g h i t r e i g n e d for over t w o h u n d r e d 

years , and appeared to be fastened on 
o u r c o u n t r y for a l l t i m e . G o d A l m i g h t y 
s t r u c k i t and k n o c k e d it out forever . 

N o w we are i n the batt le w i t h the 
l i q u o r traffic . T h e l ines of batt le are 
not i n a r r a y between G o g a n d M a g o g , 
b u t i t is G r o g against no G r o g . H o s t s 
of self ish m e n a n d m i l l i o n s of m o n e y , 
are p ledged to the m a i n t a i n a n c e of r u m . 
W h i l e a l l genuine C h r i s t i a n s a n d m o r a l 
c i v i l m e n , are consecrated to i t s over ­
t h r o w and d e s t r u c t i o n . L i q u o r produces 
most of the c r i m e , p o v e r t y , degeneracy 
and r u i n of the c o u n t r y . B u t t h o u g h 
th i s r e f o rm m a y meet w i t h reverses a n d 
t e m p o r a r y defeats, i t must finally w i n , 
a n d th is d e v a s t a t i n g traffic w i l l be over ­
t h r o w n . I n I ce land there are no sa­
loons , l i q u o r dare not be i m p o r t e d nor 
sold there , they have no pr isons , a s y ­
l u m s , in f i rmar i e s nor any i l l i t e r a c y . 
T h i s w o r l d w o u l d be i m m e n s e l y i m ­
proved i f l i q u o r was absent. 

T h e quest ion of secret societies m u s t 
be sett led. F r e e m a s o n r y came near be­
i n g b lot ted out of our c o u n t r y , i n the 
second q u a r t e r of the past c e n t u r y . B y 
a d a r k consp i racy conducted by w i c k e d 
masons, C a p t a i n W i l l i a m M o r g a n of B a -
t a v i a , N e w Y o r k , was abducted a n d by 
p r e v i o u s l y arranged re lays , was conveyed 
to F o r t N i a g a r a , i m p r i s o n e d for a few 
days then d r o w n e d i n the N i a g a r a r i v e r . 
T h e u p r i s i n g was so great that f o r t y -
five thousand masons out of fifty t h o u ­
s a n d , the i r who le n u m b e r , left the or­
der , and C h a r l e s G . F i n n e y said they no 
more expected i ts r e v i v a l , than we look 
for the r e t u r n of s l a v e r y . A l l secret so­
cieties are w r o n g , men can no more 
m a k e a good secret order t h a n they can 
m a k e p r o f a n i t y or s t e a l i n g good . T h e r e 
is the w r o n g of method condemned by 
Jesus i n the s tart , a n d the self ish a n d 
w r o n g purposes to w h i c h i t is a p p l i e d , 
adds to the e n o r m i t y . T h e M o l l y M a -
g u i r e s of P e n n s y l v a n i a were o r g a n i z e d 
to m u r d e r . T h e C l a n N a g a e l b r u t a l l y 
m u r d e r e d D r . C r o n i n i n C h i c a g o . T h e 
Carno ra of I t a l y was o r g a n i z e d a n d op ­
erated to k i l l t h e i r enemies . T h e u n i o n s 
have f r e q u e n t l y m u r d e r e d m e n , as w i t ­
nessed by the M c N a m a r a s , w h o b lew u p 
the T i m e s b u i d i n g i n L o s A n g e l e s a n d 
k i l l e d twenty persons. T h e y have de­
l iberate a r rangements to conceal c r i m e , 
a n d have no r i g h t at a l l to e x i s t . R e ­
formers s h o u l d be b o l d , discreet a n d e m ­
i n e n t l y t r u t h f u l . G i v e the fac ts , e n ­
l i g h t e n the people , a n d w r o n g m u s t 
w i t h e r a n d per i sh w h i l e the r i g h t s h a l l 
prosper !

W e k n o c k at the door or 
r i n g the door b e l l . T h i s a cknowledges 
the freedom of those ins ide , to decide as 
to o u r a d m i s s i o n . 

T h e n there are three t h i n g s accom­
p l i s h e d . 1. I t s h a l l be g i v e n y o u . 
W h a t e v e r is asked is conferred on the 
p a r t y m a k i n g the request . 

2. Y e s h a l l find. F i n d the b less ings 
a n d objects s o u g h t whatever they m a y be. 

3. I t s h a l l be opened. T h e door of 
m e r c y a n d b less ing is a l w a y s opened to 
the honest a p p l i c a n t for a d m i s s i o n . 

T h e n we have the threefo ld assurance 
everyone that ask receives , he that seeks 
s h a l l find, a n d to t h e m w h o k n o c k i t 
s h a l l be opened. T h e r e is no w a n t of 
success to those w h o i n f a i t h a p p l y for 
G o d ' s favors .

L e t us have less l eaven 
a n d more of h e a v e n , less use for the 
cook , and more use for the O l d B o o k . 
L e t us put out the fire i n the k i t c h e n 
and b u i l d i t on the a l t a r . Beans a n d 
b r o w n bread are not necessary for those 
w h o are " a l i v e f r o m the d e a d . " L e t us 
get u p fewer d i n n e r s , a n d go after more 
s inners . L e t us have a c h u r c h f u l l of 
wa i te rs , b u t wa i ters on G o d ; a c h u r c h 
f u l l of servers , b u t they w h o are s e r v i n g 
G o d a n d w a i t i n g for h is S o n f r o m 
heaven .
