The Economic Condition of the Negro.
ROY S. LAUTENSCHLAGER,

When the negro first came to America
as a slave, the economic element made
it necessary that he should be clothed
for the sake of decency and health;
should bz housed and taught the com-
forts to be found in a home; but his
greatest need was to learn to work. In
onte sense, therefore, slavery proved a
blessing to him, In giving hiw his frst
lesson in progressive systematic labor,

This i1s one of the hardest lessons
which humanity has ever had to learn,
and it {s just in proportion as this lesson
is learped that clvilization bhas pro-
gressed. Labor seems to bring out the
best qualities of human uature. It
seems to glve stability and strength to
character. No natlen or individueal can
hope to build real character where labor
Is despised. .

It must be remembered that slavery
had another side {n relation to the econo-
mic tralning of the negro. While it did
traln him to work it nevertheless taught
him to connect all labor with the con-
dition of slavery. It waslinevitable that
he should feel that labor was degrading,
sluce he saw the slave owners keeping
free from mannal toil. Thus when he
attained his freedom It was guite natural

for him to turn his back to all manual

labor. But we find that he s now, little
by little, overcoming this false concep-
tion, This fact is clearly proven by his
pew attitude toward industrial education,

In taking up the megro farmer of the
present day we find some discouraging
conditlons. He npaturally lacks ambi-
tlon; is not very progressive. He and
bis family are often obliged 1o till the
bar en soil which has been Impoverished
by former slave owners. And thusehe
{s still a slave, though his bondage now
{s not legal but economic,

There {s, however, a brighter side,
The negro farmer is slowly but surely
becoming the tiller of his own land.

Statistics show that in the last few years’

the negroes in Georgia and Virginla
bave greatly increased their land hold-
lngs. They are learning to farm with
more intelligence than formerly, They
are building up their land, ro.ating their
craops, diversifying their products and
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on the whole making genuine progress.

At the present time, a gerious handi-
cap of the negro artisan Is the labor
union, In the North the negro is usu-
ally excluded from unions and effectu-
ally debarred from all skilled labor. In
that section there is’ practically no ave.
nue of activity open to him save that of
But turning to the South we
find a very different situation, Here
the labor unlons have much less hold,
and even where these are strong, negroes
are elther admitted into the general
union - ‘or have separate organizations,
The main bandicap in this section is not
that the negro is shut ocut from the
skilled professlons, but that heis pald
from teun to fifteen per cent less than the
white man, on the average, for similar
services,

The last few years have witnessed a
marvelcus development of business in-
terests amonyg the negroes in the South.
The business man’s opportunity is prac-
tically uolimited. ‘There is, tn the first
place, a growing race pride among the
negroes, They are beginning to patron-
ize increasingly their own dealers.
There never has been any objection on
the part of the white people to the pat.
roniziug of negro busluess concerns, pro-
viding they furnish equal value for the
The negro has truly
sbown bis economic efficiency in busi-
ness, for we find him engaged in almost
every trade and profession known.

Of course one must not concede from
the  encouraging facts that have been
given that the question of economic
efficiency has been solved for the negro
race. One cannot walk the streets of
any southern city and not be impressed
with the sight of hundreds of listless,
idle, and dirty looking negroes, who not
only do not know how to work well but
do not want to learn, This indifference
rests llke a great black night on the
whole South.

It is plain that the future economic
progress of the South {s closely knit up
with the economic efficiency of the negro,
For the negro 1s now, and will continue
to be for many years to come, the sole
source of dependence for labor, All at-
tempts to import foreign labor Into this
section of country have up to the pres
ent time been almost futile, Thus it is
evident that the only hope of the South
lies in a more efficient negro laborer,

A falr dispassionate reviewing of the
facts of the present sltuation, it seems,
would justify the following conclusions:
First. The standards of skili and labor
must conlinue to be held as high as the
white laborer can hold them. Second,
Those who are able to measure up to the

- standards must be admitted into all

forms of employment. Third. Equal
wages must be given for equal service.
Fourth. Every effort must be used to
ralse the standard of living of the negro
artisan to such a place that he cannot
afford to work for less money than the
white man and Fifth, Equal facllities
must be furnished the members of each
race to equip themselves for the largest
possible effiicency.

These are the fundamental principles
for which every true Christian and loyal
American cltizen must stand, in the in-
terests of the black race and the futnre

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Response to Rev. D, O. Tussing.

Rev, D. O. Tussing insists on ome
more article, which we grant to our old
friend. The errors he advocates .are
many. He says Christ was crucified,
ralsed up and ascended in A, D. 33, It
1s agreed that Jesus was born four years
before the date of the Christian era, this
added to thirty-three would make him
thirty-seven years old a1 his crucifixion.

He holds that Christ will come ln the
rapture, and then will come and raise
part of the Christians, then will come
and rajse the rest of the righteous, and
the wicked In the same hour, three fu-
ture resurrections, No one else belleves
this teaching. He still {usists that it
was only two years from' tbe ascension
of Christ t{ll Paul's call, oa the way to
Damascng, Most ot the authorities give
it as six years and Barnes makes it
seven years. No one gives it less than
five years. This Is'a sad error of cronol-

ogy. He says we give the right date
~ at the wrong time. We cannot see how
this is possible, He accuses the post
millennialists of sleeplng 100,000 years.
When will they get this long sleep, is it
before the millenninm or after? He ad-
vocates that Jesus will only come to
those who look for him, We are told In
the Scriptures that every eye shall see
him, and those who plerced'him, at his
coming. Maybe this Is another coming
toadd to the other three. This is a con-
fused jumble. He don’t want post-mil-
lenialists to taste of his pndding; we are
more generous, we will share the pudding
with those who hold his theory. He
charges ns with holding that when Christ
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comes he will deliver up the kingdom to
the Fdther, we admit it, because Paul
says s0 ‘‘Afterward they that are Christ’s
at his coming, then the end, when he
shall have delivered up the kingdom to
God the Father, o we are in good com-
pany with Paul, in what we teach. Does
Brother Tusslng deny {t and contradiet
Paul? Matthew 27: 52, 53 does not con-
tradict John 5: 28, 20, that brings up
all that arein thelr graves, for those that
come up at Christ’s resurrection will not
be in thelr graves In the general resurrec-
tion. Hence there{s no contradiction
nor want of harmouny in John 5: 25. He
asks If we ever knew any one being born
agaln by hearing a volce. We answer
yes by hearing Jesus' volce, for it em-
braces the idea of ylelding and obeying,
yes we are In agreement with the Scrip-
tures, Isalab B5; 3. ‘‘Hear and your
soul shall live,” And we read that “If
any man hear my iolce and open the
‘door T will come in and sup with him
and he with me, This is good author-
ity, ““This Is my . beloved son, hear ye
him.”” So we are on safe footing. He
thinks this Is his last article on this sub-
ject, not becauise he is out of ammuni-
tion. But he has not fired any ammu-
nitlon, yet to prove that Jesns will come
before the millenninm, none In this arti-
cle nor In the other two, not a passage
to prove his point, But we can oot
blame our old friend, there is no- Scrip-
ture to prove it. At the prophetlc con-
ference at Chicago there was not a single
passage glven to prove the pre-millen-
nial coming of Christ. Men imagine it
and it becowes a whim, but all the
Scripture makes Christ’s coming at the
end of the world, and postmillennial.
The pre-millennial view holds that Christ
will come and set up his kingdom or es-
tablish it, ralse the righteous dead, and
relgn bere one thounsand years, then the
devil will be let loose agaln on those res-
urrected salnts, who had stood their pro-
batiop before they died, and tempt them
again. The whole doctrine is absurd,
and it is not supported by the Scrip-
tures,

Church Extension.

Our work needs enlarging. There are
many county seats and other towns and
country places that we should occupy

They have other good ter-
ritory and plenty of funds and should
start in Cold Water, Wauseon, Toledo
and Bryan, We have good members
and they move into these towns, and
having no church of ours to attend they
goto the Methodists, Presbyterlans, or
other worldly lodge churches and go into
cold storage and sometimes Into lodges
that spoll and defile thelr rellgion, and
are in danger of belog lost or greatly
damaged in those higher critic circles
and popular churches that have lost
their power. So we shonld provide
them a church home of a Christian kind
Save them and build up the church.
Then we have so many untralned preach-
ers, who do not know how to get mem-
bers in the church or to hold them by
kindness when they are in, nor how to
revise the classbooks, and many of them
are clreuit riders, that rlde a clreuit to
death; some drop appolntments if things
do not go well, when they should hold
on to them and keep up their appolnt-
ments.. Some of our preachers are not
discreet, they should be wise as serpents
and barmless as doves, and they lose out
by indiscreet decisions and acts,

Onr Christian Endeavor work should
be carefully managed to serve the church
the best and to get the greatest fruits
from it, The Sabbath scheol also ought
to be wisely managed. Many of our
preachers do not, visit worth while.
Twenty, thirty or forty vislts show poor
neglectful work for anyone quarier,
Seventy-five or one hundred wvisits Is
small, we have one swall preacher in our
church that makes a thousand vislts in
a year, that avails for good. We should
make a business of visiting; put In solld
days and afterncons at it., We cannot
expect to increase our attendance and
build up the church without we wvisit
much. Some preachers say they have
no taste for visiting, then they should
cultivate a taste for it. Men have no
natural taste for tobacco, but they labor
to impose it on themselves. We need
good thorough visiting and good preach-
ing, and discreet work to build up the
church and glorify God and bring many
children of God to glory,

Reopening.

The reopening of the repaired church
in Coleta, Illincls, occurred April 286,
1914, and was a very intetesting service.

In
the repairs of the present church, chairs
were purchased in Chicago for nearly
three hundred dollars, they are folding
seats and very nice, with side arms,
the church was beautifully papered, in
columns and arches, and newly  carpeted.
It looks beautiful and isvery  comfortable.
All  the other churches held no meet
ing, but gave us the right of way. The
cost of the present repairs was $700, all
of which was provided for before  the
reopening, so that only an offering was
taken then. We went to Coleta twice
before the division of the church and
twice we have been there since. It was a
real pleasure to us to see those  brethren.
Uncle Martin  Overholtzer, the  faithful
wheelhorse of the work there for years,
has been dead fifteen years.

This is the original home of Rev. Wm.
Beers and Rev. John  Beers, whose
father is deceased but their widowed
mother and sister, Hattie  Beers, reside
here.  Rev. Wm. Beers is engaged as an
efficient agent and efficient worker with
the Lincoln  Chautauqua and has eight
