Three fucts of weighty significance will be
conceded.

1. That the goepel by which we are suved .
was designed for all men.

2, The gospel hus already proved itself the
power of God unte salvation wherever it has
Lbeen preached.  In Afviea, India, Turkey,
Ohing, Jupan, there are hundreals, who, iy
the powerful story of the eross, Lave been
transformed in eharacter and happily suved.

8. The world is wow apen fo the gospel as
never before,

Fitty vears ago the larger part of the heathen
world was clozed aguinst the gospal.  Then
the prayer of the Chureh was, “Lord, open the
way.” That prayer has been answered. China
with her 830,000,000 was then elosed. Now
this most populous and powerful nation is ae-
cessible to the truth.

Twenty-five years ago Japan was sealed
against ull foreign influence; now this people
ure weleoming onr civilizution,
