A Morning with the Ohio German Con-
Jerence.

Dean Evavenr:—The Ohio German Con-
forence was held in this city last weale, and
perhaps you wonld e interested in hearing a
little about our visit there,

As most of your readers probably know
the German sisters had a missionary society
some time hefore we had an organization, and
according to their numbers and means set s
an example of giving worthy of our highest
imitation.

Since undertaking a mission in Germuny,
we have been most anxious to have the co-op-
eration of these German women, not only for
their pecuniary aid, but beenuse it seemed so
exactly what ouglit to be done; to have these
laddies join with nsin working, planning, pay-
ing, and praying for their sisters in father-
land.

With this in mind, Mrs, Keister attended
the conference lnst year, and presented our
work. She was kindly recoived, and twenty-
five dollars wers genervusly given for Coburg,
Thiz year Bro. Noetzold writes that if he
gonld have a little more money for rents, ete,,
ete., he conld do much better. Mr. Flickin-
wer says it is 80, and advises ug to el more
if we ean; but our African work gues apace,
and the new school among the Chinese mukes
new calls, so we tind it impossible nnless help
comes from some other source.

Where you have been treated well you nat-
peally want to go again; and so our minds
turned toward onr German friends, if haply
the Lord wounld put it in their heart to give
us fifty dollars this year for Germany.

Mre. Billheimer, Mrs. Marot, and the writ-
er were present at the conference the morn-
ing the Committes on Missions reported.
There wers some good speeches in German—
I know it, though not a word was understood.
Mr. Shuey spoke both in German and Eug-
lish, and Mr. Dodds both by word of mouth
and by pocket-hook ; the former good, but the
latter golden. Mrs. Billheimer, in a few ap-
propriute words, spoke of our work, She
began by saying, “I regret that I ean not un-
derstund and spesk your language; but I
know when you say “ gefucester,” you mean
gister ; and I am your sister in this work. I
know when you say * Golf sel dank,” you
mean thank God ; aud I thank God too, for he
has forgiven my sins and made me his child.”

Then we told the brethren what has been
statedd above, nnd asked for the Bfty dollars,
In a moment they decided to appropriate
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twenty-five dollars, and in addition to Ll|nt.|

take up a colleetion at onee. Now the aundi
ence wis not large, and for an instant there
was a temptation to put forth the hand to

stoady the arle ; but the thought came, “People |
citt be trusted to do what is about right, infla-

enced by such a spirit a2 there was surely
hera.”

When the colleetion waz connted, amil ne-
cording to Bro. Sickafoose’s plan mnde even,
there wore twenty-five dollara!l—and the con-
gregation mude ap mostly of“ poor preachars.”

Theit we sung, * ["raise God from whom all
blessings flow.” And such singing! Yon know
how the Germans sing?
