Approximately 80 
Freshmen Enroll 

With the enrollment of late 

afternoon and evening students, 

Huntington College enrollment hit 

the 250 mark early this week, ac­

cording to Carl Zurcher, registrar. 

The total was above that antici­

pated by college officials. 

About 80 freshmen were among 

those registering, with the balance 

of new students being returnees, 

evening students, special students 

and part time, and transfers. 

Classes began last Friday, fol­

lowing a two-day period of test­

ing for freshmen. Upper classmen 

enrolled Thursday, the day after 
the freshmen, who began arriving 
on campus Sunday. 

Mr. Zurcher said that although 
the final tabulation has not been 
completed, students from the city 
of Huntington and from the county 
will number slightly less than one-
third of the total freshmen enroll­
ment. 

Foreign students this year will 
include four new people: Miss 
Evelyn Hamamoto, from Hawaii; 
Hagop Jambazian, from Beirut, 
Lebanon; Miss Sophia Kay, from 
Taiwan, China, and Lemuel Igna¬ 
cio, who will arrive October 1, 
from the Philippine Islands. Miss 
Toshiko Betsumiya, of Tokyo, Ja­
pan, is returning for her sopho­
more year. 

During the summer months the 
exterior of College Hall was com­
pletely repointed, and, according 
to President Elmer Becker, is now 
in excellent condition. Inside, new 
offices were built and old ones 
remodeled. 

One classroom was utilized for 
offices, where the information of­
fice and switchboard and public 
relations office are now. By mak­
ing the dean's office into the col­
lege bookstore, more space was 
available, and the dean's office 
was placed with other college of­
fices.
