Do You Know The Christ

Of Christmas?

Have you been introduced to Jesus? How would
you introduce this unique Person to others? What would
have been your reply to the query of the Jerusalem inhabi-

tants when they asked "Who

is this?" (Matt. 21:10)

The multitude journeying with Him said, "This is
Jesus the prophet of Nazareth of Galilee." This answer
seems to come as a climax to what many had said during

Jesus' ministry.
"A prophet,” said the

Woman at Sychar as Jesus
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began to reveal to her His knowledge of her past life. Many
of the men who witnessed the feeding of the 5,000 said,
"that prophet which should come." "He is a prophet,”
said the blind man whose sight had been restored. "A great
prophet is risen among us," was the testimony of those
who witnessed the raising of the widow's son. These testi-
monies were given largely on the basis of what the people
had seen and, heard and in keeping with the prophecy in
Dent. 18:18: "I will raise them up a Prophet from among
their brethren . . . and he shall speak unto them all that |
ball command them." This reply identifies Jesus as the
One sent from God.

But Jesus is more than a prophet. This is Jesus —
the child of Mary. He is of the seed of Abraham, (Mt. 1:1)
and the Son of David (Mt. 16:6, 17). Matthew continues
his Gospel to show that Jesus is the virgin-born Child of
Mary. Supernaturally, miraculously God was manifest
in the flesh. Significantly, "they shall call his' name,
Emmanuel, which being interpreted is, God with us." His
virgin birth is singular proof of His Deity and ample evi-
dence of His humanity.

But still more must be said is this unique Person
is to be properly introduced. This is Jesus — the Savior
of Men. His heaven designated name indicates His heaven-
ly ordained mission. "Thou shalt call his name Jesus: for
he shall save his people from their sins" (Mt. 1:21). Jesus
said. "The Son of Man is come to seek and to save that
which was lost." (Luke 19:10). On a number of occasions
He said to individuals "Thy sins are forgiven thee," or "Thy
faith hath saved thee."

It is not enough to know Jesus merely as a historical
character. He is the inescapable Personality of all time
because He is a Prophet and more. He is the Son of God
— the Savior of the world. The Christmas season is a
most appropriate time to become personally acquainted
with Jesus.
