A Christian is a person who loves. | John 3:14 says,
"We know that we have passed from death unto life, be-
cause we love the brethren. This love is expressed in that
we are especially drawn close to other Christians. It is also
expressed in our love to go to church where we can hear
God's word expounded and studied. There is an abundance
of love and joy in living the way of Christ.

Finally is the test of the Holy Spirit. "The Spirit
himself, beareth witness with our spirit that we are the
children of God."

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LETTER TO THE EDITOR

Many observers here believe this overwhelming con-
fidence evidenced by the student body in giving so much
money to better the college to be a mere attempt to present
a good front of confidence to the public because many stu-
dents do not act in accordance with Huntington College
principles in the community.

Huntington businessmen, who have contributed large
sums to the college in the past, doubt the value of the prod-
ucts of the institution and may reduce their contributions.
Several factory owners and managers as well as small busi-
ness owners, against their wills, are vowing never to hire

another Huntington College student because they continual-
ly play around and refuse to work well.

Beverly Osberg, in her talk in chapel, mentioned that
students have the right to join organizations and are never
refused. This is an unexercised right. Students have traded
the participation in cultural activities for ping pong and
"half-baked" music which can be seen and heard in the ad-
ministration building and in Wright Memorial Hall at any
hour of the day.

Another source of complaint concerning Huntington
College students comes from parents of small children, in-
cluding college professors, who fear that their children will
be killed by one of the many student reckless drivers. Police-
men in the town sneer at the mention of a Huntington Col-
lege driver.

Interests of Huntington College students are about
as narrow as their activities. Some comments from them
sound like this: "Where is Formosa?' "l've never heard
of Sam Rayburn before."

Most of them are too ignorant to even mention the
"Eisenhower doctrine" concerning the Middle East, the
source of conflict between Israel and Egypt, the complete
failure of the United Nations to do anything about Russian
actions in Hungary or the resignation of Prime Minister
Anthony Eden.

Of course, these evidences of gross irresponsibility
and ignorance are typical of any college, but many Hunt-
ington observers have never been connected with other col-
leges and if they have been, they rather laugh at the Chris-
tian college's claim of high quality.

Victory Fund campaigns can heighten confidence of
the students in the college, but they can never build the
confidence of outsiders in H. C. as long as they are in con-
tact with certain students. — AMY KECK.
