The Future of
Small Colleges

"Classes in which teachers in-
struct sx to eight students may
well become a luxury few colleges
can afford. Today more educators
are asking the question, 'Do small
classes, per se, offer al the bene-
fits which small colleges clam? "

This controversial question is
only one such idea indirectly
touched upon in the preliminary
report submitted to President
Eisenhower by the President's
Committee on Education Beyond
High School. Herbert N. Heston,
assistant to the president of Hood
College and public information
consultant (part-time) to the com-
mittee, states:

"The President asked the com-
mitteeto report what problems
were faced in the future of post-
liminary findings, he added, show
high school education." The pre-
liminary findings, he added, show
a definite need for bolder thinking
and planning for the future.

Commenting on the meaning to
Hood of the preliminary con-
clusons which were drawn up by
he committee, Mr. Heston pointed
out, "First, each individua must
develop her talents to the fullest;
and second, some means must be
found to bring to Hood those stu-
dents whose interests are served
best by the four year libera arts
college of our type, regardless of
financia ability. To do this costs
must be cut and more scholarships
be made available.”

All colleges should re-examine
heir curriculum to see whether
their programs consists of eight
semesters for al students and oven
whether al students should com-
plete four years of high schoal,
he continued.

The need for teachers is known
to be an acute problem, yet schools
ike Hood are expending great d-
fort on student recruitment and
not enough on teacher recruitment
"College administrators and facul-
ty members must think in terms
of how best to picture the profes-
son of college teaching to the
young, SO as to capture their im-
aginations,” Mr. Heston empha
Szed.

Soph'sTake Test

March 6 and 7 was set aside for
he sophomore testing program.
Forty-sx sophomores and three
Juniors participated in this pro-
gram. This program is used in odl-
eges across the nation and is is
sued by the Education Testing
Service which  produces many
other important tests including
hose used for the services in their
drefting program.

There are two purposes for this
testing. One is the comparison of
the tests given to freshmen, or
entrance exams, to the results of
the sophomore tests. The second
purposeis to compare the students
of Huntington College to those of
other schools.

The results of the sophomore
tests will be in the Director of Stu-
dent Affarrs office in about one
month.

Plans are dready being made
for the testing program of next

year with the test varying dightly.
