The idea of this
association was conceived
when the Reverand Ray
Zimmerman was called on to
give his evaluation of the
spiritual life on Hunting-
ton College Campus.

The SCA offers a wide
scope of service by giving
students the opportunity
to serve on campus.

Two divisions or com-
missions form the body of
the SCA.

The On-Campus Commission
is responsible for spiri-
tual activities on campus.
This Commission sponsors
films and organizes re-

tessor o1 sociology. All
students are welcome to
attend any of these lec-
tures.

Mr. Wilkerson, who re-
cently received his 25-
year service award from
the National Urban League,
has been in the social
work profession since
1939. The Urban League 1is
dedicated to the improve-
ment of race relations
through research, educa-
tion, and community orga-
nization. When asked some
of the ‘‘milestones’’ of
desegregation during his
21 years at Fort Wayne,
he listed desegregation of
recreational facilities,
the integration of Negroes
into practically all major
areas of employment in
Fort Wayne, the Westview
housing development, and
the integration of the
school system with Negro
school teachers.

The veteran social
worker is a graduate of
Fisk University and an
M.A. degree holder from
the University of Minneso-
ta.. He 1s married and has
three grown children all
living in Fort Wayne. Mr.
Wilkerson is treasurer of
the Board of Trustees of
the Turner Chapel African
Methodist Church.
