Ghe New U. B. Building.

Dear brethren of the Church, it is with
thankfulness that I am able to announce
that the roof is on our new building, and
the new Stirling boilers are ready to use, so
that we now hopa for an early completion of
our plant. The new plant will be exception-
ally fine in ifs appointments. The sixteen
printing press®s, including the Webb perfect-
ing press, will all be located in the base-
ment, all the presses resting on solid con-
crete foundations. This will obviate the
vibrations which have always disturbed the
workers in the entire plant. The new boil-
ors (300 horse-power) are of the finest
water-tube pattern, and are capable of one-
half additional horse-power at 110 pounds of
steam., The engine-room will also be in, the
basement, with the boilers and presses. . This
will be an interesting room. Here will be
found two 180 horse-power engines (Buck-
eye pattern), each directly connected with
electric generators ; eapacity of one, 100 kilo-
watt, and the other, 125 kilowatt, thus giv-
ing power and lighting for the present plant,
and also for the new office building. The
baokstore will be located on the first floor.
This will be the new home of the store.
While not on Main Street, as at present, yet
we hope to arrange it so attractively that we
ean maintain our place as the leading book-
store of this community. On the second
floor will be found the composing-room and
linotype-machine room. Thia will be so
much enlarged and capable of so much better
arrangement, that T am hopeful for increased
results in extension of our job-printing work.

On the third floor will be found the elec-
trotype foundry. This department will oc-
cupy Jthis entire floor, except a- small por-
tion which will be used as a woman's dress-
ing- and rest-room, which will have chairs,
tables, and lockers for the use of the women
help of the House.

The entire fourth floor will be used by the’

bindery. Complete in appointments, and
equipped with the latest machinery, the de-
partment will have a great future,

The fifth floor will- be occupied by the
editors’ offices and the circulation depart-
ment, With our new arrangement in this
department we have no question but we can
handle easily the ever-increasing circulation
of our literature. On the sixth floor will be
found the Agent's office and the general
counting-room in connection with it. Back
of the Agent's office will be the assembly
room, which will seat between two hundred
and three hundred people. This will serve
for small meetings of employees, ministers,
and also be used as a historical room for the
Church. )

The seventh floor will have the offices of
the ‘Missionary societies, Church Rrection,
Sunday-School Secretary, and the engraving
Department. This department has a grow-
ing future, and with its new quarters it
cannot but accomplish great things., Thus:
will the eight floors be occupied, on or about

February 1, 1904, At the time we are thus -

settled, we will begin the razing of the old
front building. What a day it will be when
we get our entire new plant completed! The
building is meeting with universal praise
from the people of the community. I am
praying that God will help us always to do
the right. As to the finances, we will need
some money. The improvements will cost
u:s ah;ut $'_7§,0[l¥)0. 0$f4 {t)hégoamount, ‘we have
already paid about 000. We will need
$15,000 to $20,000 for a little while. ‘We
will not reed any, however, until about Feh-
roury 1.

I;lnernry in Oklahoma.

After the close of my twelfth conference,
held at Pawnee, Oklahoma, November 11-15,
1 spent ten s viewing the situation in this
territory of magnificent opportunities and ex-
panding life, so as to better understand the
needs of our Church in ‘this southwest coun-
try. My first visit was -at Shawnee, where
TRev. H. W. Whitacre is operating a hopeful
mission. By the aid.of the Church-Erection
Board, he has purchased four lots in the
eastern part of that growing town of 15,000
inhabitants. He has already built a “par-
sonage, and has plans for the erection of a
neat $2,000 church suited to the present de-
mands. If only he had sufficient support to
enable him to give all his time to the work,
the enterprise would be nssured in a few
months. A number of the influential citi:
zens indicated to me their willingness to give
material support. Oklahoma Conference will
be held there next year. It is a fine field if
worked., The pnstor needs immediate help,
else 1 fear the opportunity to plant a church
there will pass. He has a class of twenty-
one members and a Sunday school of fifty,
without any place for worship, and with
searcely any money to prosecute the work.
He has the faith and persistency to win sue-
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My next visit was at Oklahoma City.
This is the town of the territory. It has
twenty-five thousand. inhabitants, and all the
improvements of Iastern cities. Its grow-
ing life is vigorous and steady. We have a
splendid location in the northeast part of
the city. For two years Rev, R. W. Wil-
gus has operated a mission here, under the
appointment of the General Missionary
Board. He worked hard umder peculiarly
difficult conditions that would try the faith
of any Christinn worker.
for what he has done in the planting of a
Sunday school and the organization of a
small class. He will enter the evangelistic
work and is succeeded by Rev. D. L. Doub,
who laid down the presiding eldership for
the pastoral work. I spent a day with
Brother Doub, in looking over the situation
and in calling upon some influential citizens,
who promised to help the enterprise in every
way. The pastor is in blood earnest to
build a church costing about $5,000, at once.
He will prepare plans and proceed immedi-
ately to secure money with which to begin
the building. He hopes to get it ready for
use when Rev. F. P, Rosselot comes to con-
duct an evangelistic campaign in this terri-
tory, early in 19004,

‘I intended to visit Alva, Thomas, and
Crescent, where new churches are nb?ut
ready for dedication, but the delay of train8
and failure to make connections wasted my
time. By the way, this territory is being
covered with a network of railronds, indi-
